With a large amount of unemploy­
ment throughout the country more 
people were reported to be living on 
the farms of the state on February 
1st than during any of the recent 
year's, according to a state-federal 
report just issued from the New York 
State Department of Agriculture and 
Markets. 

Employment has been very slack in 
the industrial centers for some time. 
As always happens in a period of in­
dustrial prosperity a large number af 
the' younger generation moved to the 
industrial centers' and took work 
there. This continued .until the de­
mand for labor .in the cities slackened, 
Then, after a period of comparative 
inactivity, many of these, farm trained 
men and-women are moving^back to 
the farms. Some to farms which 
have been abandoned for soma time, 
and others-to their former homes to 
help cut the wood, do the chores or 
whatever needs to be done for their 
board. Still others having no former 
home available are willing to work 
for their board and a few minor, items 
Until labor conditions improve. With 
the prices of all farm produce so de-

'flated, most farmers cannot pay 
wages if they would but many can 
furnish work for those mho are will­
ing to work for their board and lodg­
ing. 

From reports gathered from all sec­
tions of the state it is estimated that 
there were about 745,000 persons liv­
ing on the farms' of the state on Feb. 
1st compared with aoout 729,000 a 
year ago, 720,000 two years ago and 
724,000 in 1929. More men and boys
