He declared that the system by 
which the faisaiu elected a chairman 
from their own number and this 
qhaimwr eeanttto .farm M# count-
comwtifc* give* the ferrm-f the' final 
decision in ail action and leaves any 
relief entirely in his own hands. Re' 
pointed out that the Rutland Plan will 
work, only as a bargaining medium 
and will not sell nor bay'any milk. 
In this way, he declared, the plan can 
have' no battle with the present line­
up of mitt, companies. . 

In the closing part of his speech 
he pointed oat that the idea is not 
new because the system is the most 
democratic in the world and is the 
basis of nearly all of the successful 
organisations. He cited the old cat­
tle producers association and "the 
present Fruit Grower's Association as 
examples of the strength of t ie town 
unit form of organisation.
