Announced By Dean 
Ha guard at Washington Education­
al <onference Is Subject Of Lively 
UiKcu«»i<;n And Markfd Interest. 

Tin- treatment «( tmlents at the 
Potsi'am Normal as adults and not n-u 

"just college boys and girls," will be 
the outstanding feature of the new 
policy to bf. introduced soon at that 
institution. They will be treated- as 
persons capable of .organizing and 
regulating their own lives and affairs 
without the strict supervision which 
usually features similar schools. 

This was the. keynote struck forci-
bjy by Dr. Patience Haggard, Deaii 
of-Wbmen at the school, who ex­
plained the results of a 12-year probe 
into student life Before one of the 
most important sessions of the ^6th 
annual convention of the National 
A'ssociaticn of Deans of Women held 
last week in the Mayflower Hotel, 
Washington. 

That the "Potsdam Plan" will have 
far reaching results in the educational 
wci'ld, was evidenced by the serious 
manner in which it wass received by 
the assembled educators and by the 
lively discussion whiî h followed the 
presentation of the splan. 

Miss Haggard read a joint paper 
before the Convention, <me prepared 
by herself and another by\Dr. Cath­
erine F. Stilwell. also of \^he local 
school. \ 

When the new -method is introduced, 
students entering the institution, will 
be expected to tarry a' large measure 
of reitaonsibility f*r their conduct in 
the seine manner in which they wth\ 
carry themselves after graduation, 
when they take up the teaching pro­
fession, Miss Haggard declared. 

The change ha policy was not af­
fected without tremendous research 
woik. Copies of regulations for stu­
dent control were secured from 214 
institutions throughout, the country. 
Fifty-seven colleges, 56 universities 
and 109 teacher's training schools 
were heard from. A rather interest­
ing situation came to light when it 
was found that 39.8 per cent of -.he 
109 teacher's . institutions had no 
rules and regulations at all. 

When the Potsdam survey was fir.it 
begun, a committee of 46 chosen from 
students, -wane queried regarding their 
attitude on existing rules and the 
same questions" were asked the fa;-
ulty. These questions were: Are these 
rules fair and reasonable? Do you live 
under them with ease? Are they un­
reasonable? Are they pretty generally 
broken ? 

On some of the questions there 
was a wide divergence of opinion, ac 
cording to Dr. Haggard. At present, 
students at the Normal school a w al 
lowed to ride in automobiles IB miles 
outside the town limitsi before fr p. m. 
and may not ride outside town after 
that hour. In this, there was dis­
agreement, as well as over the rule 
that all students be in their rooming 
houses by 10 at night 

Miss Stilwell's paper had to do with 
"A technique for checking the ade­
quacy and deficiency'of present rul«s 
and regulatons." It stressed accumu 
lated background, envisaging the 
while, tolerance, initiative an$l aware­
ness. 

By the term "accumulated back­
ground," Miss Stilwell's paper , ex­
plains that there ie a four-fold re­
sponsibility, i. *., to the parents* to 
the institution', to the student and to 
society. 

"Envisaging the* whole," means tak 
ing inter, consideration the. <fwhole" of 
the student, institution and commun­
ity. 'ToteraiW' she points is ob­
vious, yet Owing to commercial, acad­
emic and social structures, it is far 
nearer being neglected than any of the 
other points. 

Unless the faculty of an (institu­
tion permits the freest initiative oh 
the part of the student, "it is lost in 
foundation." 

She declared that institutional ad­
ministrations -must he aware at' all 
times of any .possible influences on 
the students and view the-influences 
from a human rather than scientific 
standpoint. - • . 

Both iDean Haggard and Dr. Stil­
well took, an active part in the af­
fairs of the . convention, attending 
mans of the sessions, listening to the

WORK ON ATHLETIC FIELD 

The lgiht snow of the past few days 
has not been sufficient to Interfere 
with the work of grading at the new 
Normal athletic field out Pierrepont 
avenue. Including the force on part 
time, about seventy men are employ­
ed and the payroll averages from 
five to six hundred dollars per week. 

About fifteen hundred cubic yatvis 
of rough grading has been put in. 
This is obtained from the -Hana'wa 
Falls section. When the rough grad­
ing is completed six inches of top soil 
will be spread. There is enough mon­
ey to complete the project which is 
handled entirely by state funds.
