sponges, which aw nothing more than • 
skeletons of animal life; konk shells 
which have a bony fingen with whjeh 
they jerk* themselves along the sand; 
many unusual along the' bank; and 
including cow fish, puffer fish, star 
fish and porcupines. 

The hazards of deep sea diving 
•were amusingly related in an experi­
ence which Mr. Zimmerman had while 
diving in 1907. He was diving that 
time in shallow water in a helmet out­
fit with a non-kink hose. Upon reach-1 
ing- bottom he was exploring the hulk. 
of an old sunken vessel when suddenly 
he discovered that the air pump oni 
the surface had stopped working,, so ] 
he immediately.made for the top of; 
the water where, much to his sur-j 
prise, he found the man who had been 
pumping, had dropped dead of heart 
trouble. 

Diving operations can be carried 
on for three'«Jays after which there is 
a wait of ten days during a change 
of tide and shadows. Mr. Zimmerman 
told of the "Treasure Chest" which he 
and another diver believed to be the 
end of their rainbow, but which proved 
after removing1 to the surface with 
block' and tackle to be merely an old 
chest with a few wooden idol 
heads. Contrary to the belief of 
many, and according to books an! 
stories, the shark is not the most dan­
gerous deep sea fish. Mr. Zimmer­
man aaid "The Tiger of the Sea," or 
the barracuda, is the most treacher­
ous and fastest sea enemy. This fish 
can swim 40 miles an hour and has 
tremendous strength. It̂ s jaws come 
together like scissors and measure 11 
inches in length.
