- Eavesdropping is a misdemeanor 
and punishable by fine or a jail term, 
Pack saidv It is- a crime to buy lands 
within-the-state from an Indttn; to 
is exhibiting puppet shows or freaks. 

The one pertaining to railway men's 
uniforms which, forbids anyone to ad­
vise or- induce a railway employee to 
quit his job because he has to wear a 
uniform or to induce aif employee to 
take another job, is out of place dur­
ing the- depression Pack declared. 

Other, forgotten laws" that Pack 
will seek to have repealed are: 

One which forbids charging an im­
migrant more than 11-4 cents a mile 
for railway .passage; one that prohibits 
acrobatic or juggling acts; another 
thht forbids.nemoring of a reference 
book from a library building or baaing 
in college and still another that re­
quires' any. treasure found within the 
state most be turned over to state of­
ficials. . 

These laws and a scons of other sec­
tions of the Penal Lstw'wW be legally 
scrapped if the LegisAture approves 
Pack's bills.

FEDERAL INCOME TAXES UP 

Income tax blanks axe being mailed 
oat to federal taxpayers starting yes­
terday. Taxpayers this year will find 
that the rates have gome up materially 
awl the exemptions have been lowered 
considerably over last year. The blanks 
will go out to individuals, corporations, 
partnerships and fiduciaries. 

For single persona the exemption 
has been lowered from $1,500, to 
f 1,000 and for a married person (liv­
ing with husband or wife) the exemp­
tion has been reduced from f 3,500 to 
12,500. Credit for dependants is the 
same, $400 for each child under 18 
years of age or for persons otherwise 
physically incapacitate*}. 

Under the old law the rate of tax 
was one" and one-half per cent on the 
first $4,000, three per cent on the next 
•4,000 and five per cent on the balance. 
The new rate makes V$he tax four per 
cent on the first $4,000 and eight per 
cent on the balance. The surtax now 
applies on incomes in excess of $0,000 
instead of $10,000 as last year.
