'Gregg, who-voluntari ly surrendered 
h imse l f to Sheriff Louis Kohler, w a s 
not represented by a n . attorney. ..His 
arraignment* and imposition of the 
sentence took on ly about ten minutes. 
G r e g g w a s calm when the sentence 
w a s imposed. 

T h e former supervisor fled last 
September w h e n discrepancies were 
found in the, town' orf Pinckney ac­
counts for i*vhich he -wis responsible.

SITUATION W O R S E T H A N 

T H A T O F MEN 

Unemployment amnriK women nflt 
only i- w i l e , puad hut in many in­
dustries in pmpoi tional ly greater and 
inrn-asing mi rr, rapidly than in the 
ca"t uf m t n , according to the annual 
rep.rt of Mi-- Mary Anderson, chief 
of the Vi.iMtn'- Bui'.au f the D.part-
m- nt • f Lab •:.

'.VIIKI'S, in v< i- liiith, •'!' wi mm 'till "mi 
the job," and swi at-shop operators in 
"gyps.v" industries are taking ad­
vantage of the despeiate need of work 
auttong women to exp lo i t , them still-
further Miss Anderson reports on the 
basis of surveys conducted in a l l -parts 
o f the. "country1 during the past" year. 

In Connecticut, where a s tudy was 
made at t h e request of Governor Cross 
of 7,800 wiolmen making w e a r i n g ap­
parel, many in a typical "run-away-
shop" were being paid f ro«i $ 4 to $8 
for a 48 or 50 'hour -week, with no rec­
ords/kept of the houFs of piece-woik-' 
e-rs. 

The unemployment census of Aprilj 
1930, reported 668,661 women out of 
w o i k , one-tenth of whom were heads 
of families, with o thers dependent on 
th em for. support. Of the total num­
ber, neaily one-tenth had been out o f 
work for a s much a s aix months and 
m a n y for 'more than a year. 

In January, 1931, another unem­
ployment count revealed that one-fifth 
o f the women in 19.of the larger cities' 
in all sections of the country were 
out of work. In e i g h t of t h e cities 
more than that proportion w e r e with­
out jobs. 'Studies n o w in progress in­
dicate the'existence of conditions ev«n 
more serious and growing steadily 
worse. 

Employment records of N e w York, 
Illinois and other states, show a de­
cline in number of women working 
greater t h a n that a m o n g m e n in a 
considerable- number o f industries, and 
in nearly all the women-employing 
industries or groups, particularly in 
the imore h igh ly paid supervisory or 
executive positions. 

A decline- also was shown nearly as 
g r e a t a s i n the c a s e of men from 
w a g e levels, which were very much 
lower.- to beg in wi th , owing to the 
prevailing-(double standard of wages. 
T h e s e w a g e cuts werei-vastly greater 
t h a n t'he decline in women's p a y re­
ported during the same period 'by 
Canada. 

Wages received .by women in New 
York state who continued t o hold 
their jobs declined 13 per c e n t and 
those of m e n U . 8 p e r cent between 
September, 192i> and 1931, and from 
1929 to 1932 the decline was 21.5 per 
cen t for women arid 22.5 (for men, 
M i s s Anderson stated, while i n Can­
ada, according to the Minimum Wage 
Board of Ontario, ,women's w a g e s de­
creased only 1.7 per cent. j 

The effect of the depression upon 
the 11,000,000 women who~were gain­
fu l ly employed in 193*0, according to 
M i s s Anderson, is l e s s spectacular,1 

but no less tragic, t h a n u p o n the men,-: 
o f whose -problem their own is a vitsl 
part . j 

"Men out of work organize and 
dramatize their nnisfortunes more, 
strikingly than do women," Miss 'An-j 
derson said. ."But t h e problems, .of i 
women w a g e earners t h a t have arisen 
o u t o f . the present» economic crisis 
must ' be studied- in conjunction with 
those of men wage earners a n d in-1 

dustrial and financial conditions. 

"The double wage standard, the com 
pulsion of women to accept jobs with' 
a pay scale below t h a t of men doing 
s imi lar work, has proved particularly 
ser ious in the past t w o years , with 
considerable ftuts in women's p a y , tend­
i n g "to drag men's w a g e s t o lower 
levels than before, 

"IDuring t h e .depression there has 
been a great decrease in w a g e s paid 
to women. .Wages t h a t never were 
h igh have been cut b y part t ime , and 
even in full-t ime work a tremendous 
decrease in the weekly wage h a s tak­
en place." „ 

The urgent problem, according to 
Miss Anderson, is t h e adjustment of 
both m*n and women t o the required 
w o r k of the world. 

"Methods o f work change wi th a 
Changing civilization," she said. fThus 
m e n take j o b s front women and wo­
men take jobs from men, and ma­
chines undermine the economic status 
of both." 

T h e need to guarantee economic se­
cur i ty both t o the individual and the 
f a m i l y , Miss (Anderson sa id , has 
"crystalited into an urgent problem 
and a definite challenge to our civil­
isation." 

Studies conducted during the year.

'A majority^ ofA the . .families in the 
state' had no children a t al l under ten 
years o f age , the£~census. revealed. 
There were (1,988,743 famil ies in this 
c lass , or 63.1 .per cent of the total 
number o f fami l ies in the state . 

The average s i ze of family in the 
s t a t e w a s 3.31. F o r the native white-
famil ies the a v e r a g e s jze Was 3.0-t; 
for foreign born white famil ies , 3.79, 
and for negro famil ies , 2.63. The 
average size o f urban famil ies w a s 
3 .33; rural- famil ies , 8.42^ and rural 
non-faiim famil ies , 3.04. 

Of the total number o f famil ies in 
the s tate (3,153,124), 610,448, or 19.4 
per cent, had o n e child under—tenj 
344,597, or 10.9 p e r cent, had two chil­
dren under ten, and 209,336, or 6.6 
p e r cent, had three or more children.
