Generally mildi and 
er prevailed at the 
Bureau "during the greiber part of the 
month of December. However, there 
were some rather marked temperature 
contrasts, the middle decade, in par­
ticular, being decidedly iWntry in 
character. \ 

The mean temperature for t i e month 
as a whole was. 27.8 degrees, or 6.1 
degrees above the December normal. 
The month opened with unseasonably 
mild temperatures prevailing, and the 
first, week showed an average -daily 
exceea of almost fifteen degrees. On 
December, 7th, a moaximum oif 60 de­
grees was > registered—-the Vhighest 
.point attained during the month. This 
is only one degree below the absolute 
maximum for December at this point. 

Precipitation during December 
amounted to 2.52 inches, which is only 
0.17 inch below the normal for the 
month. Precipitation was of fairly\fre-
quent occurrence, but the amounts 
were generally small, the greatest 24-
hour fall occurring on December \80 
to 31, when 0.77 inch was registered. 
Snow to a total depth of 7.9 inches 
fell during the month, most of it com­
ing in three storms,,on the 11th, 12th, 
the 14th, and! the 31st. The greatest 
depth on ground »t one time was 4.» 
inches, on December 14th. The snow 
that fell during the coM middle-de­
cade of the month disappeared during 
th* *nsuing period «f warm weather, 
and from the 25th to the 80t&, inclus­
ive, the ground was entirely bare. 
i- Little- trouble due to snow was ex­
perienced on highwaya in this section 
during the month. However, icy roads 
caused a number of skidding accidents. 
This was particularly the case during 
the evening of December 18th, when a 
fine, misting rain, with anb-freetJng 
temperatures, formed an ice coating of 
almost imperceptible thickness on road 
surfaces. 

, Wind movement was moderately 
strong, "the total for the month being 
8,186 miles, which gives an average 
velocity of 11.0 miles an hour. The 
prevailing direction was southwest, 
and the maximum velocity for a flve-
tainute period was 39 mites, from the 
west, on December 7*h. 

When flames from the burning 
Walter Eldridge residence, which was 
destroyed by fire between 8 and 9 
o'clock Saturday night!,, threatened 
the new Hogansbuig village grade 
school, built about two , years ago 
about 40 feet from the burning build­
ing, a call was sent to Fort Coving­
ton and Massena for assistance. 

The Massena volunteer fire depar­
tment responded, but by .the time 
I they arrived the wind had shifted to 
carry the flames from the school 
building. The house was past sav­
ing. 

Mr. Eldridge was at his store in 
Hogansbnrg when the fire we* no­
ticed by a person passing the house.

Allen Craryv Alexandria Bay, don­
ned a.ruHber diving outfit and search­
ed soatte 300 sqisre feet of the rocky 
bottom wf the river near the bridge 
without-finding'any trace -wnatsoettr 
of Frye's body. Crary continued his 
search the day after. . 

The roiled condition of the water as 
well as its coldness.sua depth a m se­
vere handicaps t o the workers.
