Justice Ells­
worth C, 'Lawrence, Malone, erected in 
November, will succeed him as a trial 
justice. . .

He 
was born i n the town of Brasher, but 
©pent his boyhood in Waddington 
where his parents moved when he was 
a young child.- He-wasreducated in 
the schools a t Waddington and; then 
came to Potsdam, .y?her* he entei^di'the 
law office^ of the late Judge A. X.j 
Parker, former county judge and con­
gressman. 

'When he was 20 years of age he 
entered the law school -in the Uni­
versity of Michigan, was graduated, 
from' tha t school, and came back to 
Hogansburg where he set up a prac­
tice. tAiter a few years "in that vil­
lage he moved to Massena and. has 
been a resident of that village since. 

Justice Crapser has for a long pe> 
iodi of years been a public official m 
the county. Soon after he moved to 
Massena he was elected to the board 
of. supervisors and served for eight 
years on* that-body. He was in turn 
assistant district attorney, district a t ­
torney, and then county judge before 
his election to the supreme court 
bench. v 

For the past three years he has been 
president of the St, Lawrence county 
bar association, and a year ago he was 
made a member of the judicial sec­
tion of the INtew York State Bar iAs-
soeiation. He has for, years been a ] 
vigorous advocate of the St. Lawrence 
seaway and water-power development 
of the river.

ing in the swift waters of Wolf Creak 
near Tupper Lake. 

•Both iw>ys, along with several other 
youngsters, had been playing on the 
bank of the creek at the point where 
the New York Central bridge spans 
the stream. The current, confined by 
the bridge, runs swiftly here, and the 
creek had only frozen over partially 
in the cold-snap of New Year's day. 
Close inshore the ice was strong 
enough t# hold a person and the boys 
had been sliding for some time when 
the near-tragedy occurred. 

Ivan Payment, 13, coasted too far 
out, and his sled suddenly broke Jhni 
the ice, sending him under the surface. 
Any attempt by the other youngsters 
to reach out and pull him in would 
have, resulted in his would-be rescuers 
floundering in with him.
