A t present, Dr. Thomas is in a" Gadsden, Alabama, hospital recov­
ering from injuries sustained in a motor accident on-December 28th. 
The car in which he ancWiis wife were riding collided with another 
machine while they were on their way from Birmingham to Gadsden, 
where Dr. Thomas was scheduled to deliver a lecture. Dr. Thomas 
received cuts on the head and a fracture of the left leg. 

It was expected that Ih\ Thomas 
would assume his duties here .Febru­
ary 1, but he will be unable to do so. 
However, he wilt be here later in the 
college year. His wife was not seri­
ously 'hurt in the accident. 

Dr. Thomas was born in Saltville, 
Virginia, fifty-two, years ago. He 
com** from a family dating back to a 
continuous residence in Virginia since 
1T42^ at which time*1 one of his Welsh I 
ancestors came W America and settled' 
on the James River just below Rich-
raund.

(fetched around $18 last year and arc 
worth $14) or $12 now. — 

Comparatively few red foxes are 
jbeing caught. <A prime pelt brings J 
five dollars. Last year it was worth] 
double that. Mr. Sverdlow has a num­
ber of silver fox pelts on hand but the 
animals were raised in captivity most­
ly on fox farms in the Ogdensburg 
section. They are worth from $50 ",o 
$60. An extra good silver fox last 
season sold for. as high as. $200.

For the regular Tech bvoadca^l 
over WaAID last Monday Prof. A. E, 
Powers spoke on the subject, "Man 
and the Machine." This'was a con­
tinuation of a previous talk on. the 
subject, "This Bugbear the Machine-
Age": The Monday talk' was given 
because of the great amount of spat/e 
which has been devoted of late, in the 
public press, to subjects: of this na-
tute. The claim is made that th& lead­
ing engineers are supporting the 
eiainisJ*of Technocracy. This is not 
entirely'true as this Tech talk showed. 

The engineer believes in the compi­
lation of fact and the careful study Of 

[•these data but warns against the dan-
gtr 'c f wrong conclusions, said Pi-of. 
Powers, Asi an example, data showed 
that, thirty years ago, the known 
supply of crude oil would be •exhaust­
ed in twenty-five. years. Statistics 
show, that, between 1919 and' 1929 
deflation of war time industries and 
the increased' efficiency, of machines 
cauasd the unemployment of nearly 
two million, a very bad state of af­
fairs. But statistics also show that in 
the saw.e time, new. industries, naw 
styles and new habits of living em­
ployed directly or indirectly four and 
a half million. Thus a study of one 
half of the data might cause wrong 
conclusions on •either side. 

Technocracy claims, or at least :ts 
supporter^ "Man, . in his age-long 
struggle for leisure and the elimina­
tion of toil, has finally arrived at that 
position where, for the first time, this 
goal is not only possible but probable." 
This and many other claims are .".ll 
staid to be 'based -upon an energy sur­
vey. The picture of a workless, or 
nearly workkss. world, is not so ap­
pealing when studied closely. There is 
still virtue in work and spreading the^ 
"loafing" over the whole country will 
not help. Nor does the claim, that, 
the new system will do away with 
envy, gresd - and make a bettsr 
race, seem likely under present con­
dition of human development. Too 
much emphasis has been placed upon 
material and too little upon man by 
t i e technocrat. The engineer however 
places iman first. Engineering has 
been defined as, "The use, direction 
and control of men, money and ma­
terial for the service oilman." While 
material Waste isi wrong;- man must be 
cared foi:.,e«eu..at..the;.,Sxpe.ns-e.,cjf..mar. 
terial. *, 

All men are human and the con­
clusions which they draw, from any 
data will always be biased. It is ru>t 
at all unlikely that the desire for 
change cornea through sense.of fail­
ure. Again, jealousy may be the cause 
of the desire for change. Idealistic 
culture has always envied material­
istic culture. Materialistic culture has 
had to pay the bills for the idealistic. 

The misuse of the machine and. its 
product should not be mistaken for 
an inherent fault of the machine. The 
machine has made life easy. If that 
ease is misused it'is not the fault of 
the machine. What is needed' today, 
as in ever}* other day, is a moral and 
not a material change.
