INEXCUSABLE ACCIDENTS 

In January it ia usual for money 
withdrawn in IDeoember to use a* 
Christmas gifts, and funds which have 
been accumulated thrgugh ^Christmas 
savings clubs, to flow back into the 
banks. This year, the bank* in one 
city report, the money being returned 
to old savings accounts and put into 
newly Opened accounts represents 
more than the anticipated flow. They 
are convinced that substantial accounts 
of money are being taken out of 
hoarding and returned .to the banking 
institutions. 

Different banks report that accounts 
closed out last July have been re­
opened and, in a surprising number 
of cases, in the exact amounts'with­
drawn.

A harrowing but instructive sum­
mary of traffic accrSents was given by 
the motor vehicle eommissoner of 
New Jersey in a recent ipublic address.

iArnd unlock them they did. Of course 
the inevitable happened and is continu­
ing to. happen all over the lartf. We 
have, not-on^bttughj;_.and paid for 
more education than our children can 
possibly absorb but we are paying 
heavy hills that do not properly, come 
under the head of schooling at all-
Many millions go to pay for activities 
which, though no doubt beneficial, are 
the business of parents or of pri«ate| 
benevolence and. not that of public 
schools Taxation, puffing and pant>* 
tag to keep up with expendituree.Jias 
already run too feat and too far, wi*. 
ness the case of the rich man who died 
the other day, leaving several millions 
to a; college. The delight of the trus­
tees turned to dismay when 'they learn­
ed that taxes not only ate up the fit-
tire bequest but would teehnfcany 
leave the college heavily in deb* to tl»». 
taxgatherer! 

A generation ago, we laughed at the 
observation that many of our colleges 
had been transformed into, country 
dubs, but now that} many of our hjgii 
schoola have gone the same way, we 
are -too busy paying for them to. laagh 
at am old jest gone sour. W e have in 
mind some of the school* that have 
several thousand pupils—palatial edi­
fices furnished with tennis comrts, 
playing fields, baths, locker rooms, 
athletic instructors and imost of the 
facilities of country clubs. Method* of 
mass production which have worked 
out so admirably in the motor-car In­
dustry have not, we dare.«ay, been 
quite so effective in turning out 
scholars or even the best type of 
yoaqg Americans, 

Too long have we been at the mercy 
of the eupereducatoRs and taeir «wxe 
for novelties. Jf they were ids* or caV 
honest or incoBBpetetot, <w shonUkaew 
how to cope with them; but they «re 
hone of these. T^ey. may swamp their 
employers with added taxes, hut they 
are as honest, ea the day is lepg, and 
they fight for their convictiona wjth. 
the dauntless spirit of Christian 
martyrs -who would face the itojs* :«f 
Nero in the arena rather thin buy 
their lives'by dropping a pinch of in­
cense upon the altar of Diana. 

It is not impossible that the. evils re-' 
cited may bring their own cure. At 
no recent time have we audited all ac­
counts and expenditures, whether pub­
lic or private, with such mlciUmnl* 
rigor as we are today eimpfeying in « ir 
efforts to distinguish between essen­
tials and nonessentials. Each day we 
find new things we can do without 
Our public school system is not 
«cempt from this pitiless scrutiny, The
