PRESIDENTIAL BURDENS 

Calvin Coolidge's untimely death, 
though it imay have had no connec­
tion with the cares of the presi­
dency, naturally renews .criticism of 
the heavy demands made by that 
office, and suggestions for lighten­
ing them.

It • is accepted today calmly, 
as a mere statement of fact, and as 
the only practical way in -which the 
economic system can keep on funct­
ioning and produce, profits for inves­
tors.

INEXCUSABLE ACCIDENTS 

In January it is usual for money 
withdrawn in IDecember to use , ,a t 
Ohiistmaa gifts, and fund* whicfc 'hive 
been accumulated through Christmas 
savings clubs, to flow.back into the 
banks. This year, the banks in one 
city report, the money hieing returned 
to old savings accounts and put into 
newly opened accounts "represents 
more than the anticipated flow. They 
are convinced that substantial accounts 
of -money are" being taken out of 
hoarding and returned to the banking 
institutions. 

Different banks report that accounts 
closed out last July have been re­
opened and, in a surprising number 
of cases, in the exact amounts' with­
drawn. 

This movement is causing a feeling 
of optimism in that, particular finan­
cial district. It seems to indicate, also, 
a feeling of optimism, or at the least 
an absence of fear, on the part of de­
positors. 

The next step should be to have the 
hoardied money put into commercial 
accounts and used for paying bills and 
making new purchases. 

A harrowing but -instructive sum­
mary of traffic, accidents, was given by 
the motor vehicle commissoner of 
New Jersey in a recent ipublic address. 
He quoted statistics to show that 
street and highway accidents in that 
one state cause a loss of $37.03 a 
imdnute, that there is a minor acci­
dent every nine minutes, one causing 
an injury in every 15 minutes, and ev­
ery- seven hours and 20 minutes a per­
son is klled.

The commissioner does npt consider 
these evils inevitable in a motor ag 
He calls the prevalence of motor acci­
dents "inexcusable." With today's 
good, roads and the improvements in 
automotive construction, there should 
be fewer accidents in proportion to 
the number of cars? in use. Accident 
totals and number of registered cars 
should not be allowed to keep upward 
pace with each oth-ef.
