'Earl Laidlaw of Gouverneur de­
clared 'he regretted that the attempt 
last summer to form one co-operative 
group.to handle the milk industry did 
not materialize, for he said, the milk 
producers must now either drift into 
bankruptcy or let the state do for them 
what they were unable to do them­
selves. 

E. B. Johnson of Chaumunt said he 
was in sympathy with any move to 
aid the- (producers in their present 
desperate plight but declared he was 
ro t yet converted to the idea of a 
state control body. He said he could 
Hot comprehend how New York state 
could legislate to regulate the milk 
industry when so much of the milk 
for the metropolitan area comes from 
outside the state. He said that New 
York state furnishes only-about CO' 
per cent of this milk.
