Elizabeth Gokey, Dickinson's "grand 
old lady," celebrated her 106th birth­
day last week. She is Franklin coun­
ty's oldest) resident arid helievtwshe is 
one of the oldest in the state. > 

At 106 one might easily mistake 
her for a woman of 75 and she is still 
able to be up and around! "when she 
want* to." During the winter months 
she .tatae* to her bed but throughout 
the summer she gets about the house­
hold without help. 

Born in Rouses Point in 1827, she 
wau the daughter of James Laroux, 
who lived to the ripe old age of 116. 
At the age of 15 she became the bride 
cf J-seph Gokey. Although scarcely 
more than a child she and her husband 
travekd by cx-cart to lands they had 
b-.ugn- if. '.hi' town -A Dickinson an'i 
i.illiu ii i v-.-'MUiun wuiii'.'11-j. • '•••' 
nihil mil of lit. itegln Ifullw. 

She still live g on the old homestead 
on what is known as the "Gokey Road" 
but her home is a modern dwelling 
rather than a log cabin.

Her oldest "boy" is 87 and her 
"baby" is 53. Her first child, Eli­
zabeth, died many years ago. If she 
were still living she would he 91. .

OUUM PrUitinr ElltH&i 

in Exhibit a t Chicago 
The oldest printing blocks In exist­

ence anywhere in the world are In a 
collection of bamboo, root ana wood 
carvings from China at Field Museum 
Of /Natural History, Chicago. These 
blocks are engraved with floral designs 
and must have-been made before the 
year A. D. 1108, according to Dr. 
Berthbld Laufer, curator of anthro­
pology and noted authority on oriental 
subjects, who secured them for the 
museum during the'eourse of an ex­
pedition to China. The printing blocks 
were found in the ancient city of Ohu-
lu in the southern part of the province 
of Chili. This city, excavated by 
archeologlsts in recent years, was .sub­
merged by a flood in 1108. 

"The Chinese -are the Inventors ot 
block-prrnUng, and, In fact, of all the 
essentials for printing—r«per, writing 
brush, ink, and ink-pallet or lnk-stonef" 
Doctor Laufer stated. ','The Chinese 
Invented and. perfected these entirely 
from their own resources, unaided by 
any other nation. Paper was Invented 
and manufactured In China as early as 
A. D. 103, Under the Sung dynasty, 
which held swiy from 060 to 1279, the 
printing of books from wooden blocks 
was a flourishing art. The manufac­
ture of paper remained.a Chinese mo­
nopoly until A. D. 751,'.when the 
technique was Introduced into Sa­
markand by Chinese captives of an 
Invading- Arab force. This led to the 
substitution of .paper for papyrus 
throughout the Arab dominions, the 
Importation of paper Into Europe, and 
finally the establishment of the first 
European paper mill in Italy."
