Several specimens o f actual r a d i u m -
s h o w i n g t h e alpha, beta , and g a m m a 
r a y s - r w e r e passed,-tj&rougfc the audi­
ence. 

Dr . Gable sent a r a y that produced 
h e a t , through ice wi thout mel t ing the 
ice. Numerous Other instructive a n i 
interest ing exper iments were made. 

D r . Gable i s a des igner of h i g h efc. 
ficiency ultra violet and infra red 
therapeutic lamps; a n d the inventor Of 
other radium-pbyskal-therapy equip­
ment , including t h e first American 
Radram-Emanator 2 2 years ago. 
He a l s o produced the first,one hundred 
luminous radium' w a t c h dials made in 
the United States . A s technician.for 
the Standard, and Radium Chemical 
Companies a t - Pit tsburgh, Pennsyl ­
vania , he organised a n d instructed one 
of t h e first Radiumtherapy Societ ies 
for t h e treatment of cancer w i t h ra­
dium..
