The. present r a t e 'of board of both 
of the orphanages is $5 -a iweek, and 
the boa*d of supervisors" proposes that 
it be reduced to $4. I t is claimed that 
the decrease in living costs during 
thei pas t year would- warrant a reduc­
tion in t h e rates. 

Officials a t the orphanages ha re 
answered all efforts in,, the past to cut 
the ra tes by stating that besides board 
and room which a re allowed children 
they furnish clothing and medical sup­
plies and other necessities for the 
residents. I t was suggested during the 
past summer when boarding homes 
throughout the county reduced their 
charges from five dollars to four- dol­
lars t h a t the orphanages follow the 
eame course, but the step has not 
been taken by the institutions. 

The action of the members of the 
board comes as a part of the economy 
program which is being carried out 
during this year. The audit commit­
tee will report to the Ward a t the 
February •meeting on the action which 
the two orphanages will take. -•"-"

MUST CUT MANDATORY 
EDUCATION LAWS, SAYS WRITER 

Rounder In Canton Plaindealer 
Again Scores Dep't Policies 

SBCOND CHAMPLAIN BRIDGE 

R. F. C , Backs Rouses Point Structure 
For $560,000 

' Captain E. N. Goodsell of Burling­
ton, Vt., prime mover in- the con­
struction of a second bridge across 
Lake Champlain, has received reports 
from Washington, D. ti., that his ap­
plication for a loan of $560,000 from 
the reconstruction .finance corporation 
would fie granted. 

This bridge, toward the northern end 
of the lake and connecting Alburg, 
Vt., and Rouses Point, was started in 
1930. Approximately $130,000 already 
has been expended. I t was reported the 
structure would be completed in 1934, 
or possibly by the end of this year, a t 
a cost of $700,000. 

Somdwhat longer than the bridge 
between Chimney Point, Vt., and 
Crown Point, N. Y., it is regarded as 
a self-liquidating project and will give 
employment to more than 200 men.

Plaindealer says:

Because of the. proposal to cut the 
educational appropriation a few -mil­
lion dollars this year in following out 
the economy program, a study cf oar 
educational set-up in this state has 
been made, .probably the first in his­
tory by others than educators, and it 
is discovered that the Education Da? 

partment has built up so enormous, a 
machine that any cut the state .makes 
in school aid must be passed back to 
the districts in increased district taxes, 
and in some instances, undei.- present 
school, laws, the tax would be so great 
thW'ff •comparative few could pay i t 

In .other word?, apparently no cut 
can-be-made .in the state appropriation 
until compulsory educational laws are 
rescinded and the local school trustees 
are allowed same-option-as-to-the man­
agement of their own affairs. 

The Educational Department in this 
state is an -outstanding example <if 
bureaucracy. I t became a law unto it­
self. It built up a meet powerful lobby 
a t Albany and its following permeat­
ed every school district in the state. 
Through the teachers there was built 
up in the minds of the .parents a great 
educational Weal, with ever .mounting 
expense, and to those few who give 
thought to the expense was always 
held up the great alibi of state aid, the 
idea that no matter the additional cost 
of ̂ education, local taxes might be low­
ered because of the outpouring of-the 
state's moneys into local school funds. 

Thus, a great and overwhelming ma­
chine was built up and; the minute 
anyone called attenticn to its menace 
an army of critics began telling him 
that he was opposed to education, and 
when he said that the machine was be­
coming a financial cancer the army, 
shrieked a t him, 'iBut the state pays 
for it," and that was that. The con­
troversy, so far as the army was con­
cerned, was ov«r> settled in favor of 
the affirmative.

And new, when it .seems necessary 
to cut fifty million dollars from the 
educational hudget it ia found the 
army,,pr the leaders of the army, have 
so entrenched themselves, behind a 
barricade of laws that it can not be 
don& without bankrupting districts. 

We are more interested in today's 
tax rates than in ancient history, but 
why not go back a bit? 

This menace really got started back 
when the salary increment was. s tart­
ed. Teachers- should receive adequate 
salaries and they should be secure in 
their positions. So it was arranged 
t h a t a teacher could not be discharged 
save for cause, and that the teacher's 
salary should be increased $100 per 
year until it reached a maximum. 

Result? Of course, the state step­
ped in to help out with the increment 
and of course under such an arrange­
ment more people became teachers. 

To, provide more places so that>the 
growing army of teachers could be 
absorbed and better teacher efficiency 
obtained this teacher .quota idea was 
evolved or elaborated. To do the best 
work, a teacher ought not to teach 
more than a given number of students, 
a number small enough so that the 
teacher could give to each the best 
possible instruction and, so that the 
teacher might have proper time for 
recreation and study. 

Theoretically this was all good, and 
so the schools of the-state sent down 
to jAlbany the number of students 
each school had. If the teacher quota 
or "load" was set a t 18 .students oy 
the state, then the total number of stu­
dents in each school was divided by 
18, and' that estaJWisired the number 
of teachers $rfrifchjft school, and ' the 
state drew its check to take up the 
financial slack, Hie difference between 
the cost and what the district couid 
pay and still keep its school taxes 
down. 

lAnd just now, during unemployment, 
a serious situation has arisen. Just as 
with adults out of employment mow 
books a te being read by them because 
they have more time to read, so in the 
case of. the growth of our land many 
would be working if they could find

F IRE SWEEPS MALONE BLOCK 

$50,000 Loss In Blaze In Heart Of 
•Business Section 

A disastrous! fire which swept thru 
the .Howard Block on the north side 
of East "Main street, Malone, drove 
twelve families into the; cold streets 
and; practically- destroyed the three 
sto'i&y stone block in the heart of_the 
business section Wednesday. Loss is 
estimated a t around $50,000. 

The fire started a t around 7:15 in 
the evening. It was not under con­
trol until after 12 hours of furious 
fighting oil the part of regular vil­
lage firemen and * large number of 
volunteer workers. 

Twelve business firms are out of 
business as a result of the flames, in­
cluding the Puritan Clothing Company 
adjoining the Grand Theatre, the Ma­
lone Auto Parts , a candy'store oper­
ated by John Politis", Tare's Restau­
rant, a diamond shop operated oy 
Tony Tackley, the Western Union 
Telegraimi 'Company office, the Woods 
and Lamite Barber Shop, and several 
others. 

The moment the fire was detected, 
14 state troapew from the local t a r -
racks responded to a call t«t Mp and! 
took oharg* of removing famflhi ftwn 

their apartments on the second and 
third floors. They remained to fight 
the blaze with the firemen, in a des­
perate and successful effort to keap 
the flames from wiping out the> whole 
area. 

The fire started in the basement of 
the Malone Auto Parts Company, au 
auto accessory and wholesale ga>.-
oiine establishment two. doors from 
the Grand theatre. Flames gutted th* 
place and quickly' engulfed' the candy 
store next door, and a millinery and 
gift shop operated by Miss •CbiisHe 
H*wley.

SHOWS CRIME REDUCED 

Marked Drop In Number 
Of Arrests Made In 1932 

Jefferson County Grange Asks Reduc­
tion In Lights, Phones ~~ 

A conference between representa­
tives of 33 subordinate Granges of 
Pomona Grange, in Jefferson County 
and the representatives of the North­
ern New York Utilities, Inc., and the 
New York Telephone Company over a 
request by the Grange for a cut of the 
rates will be held at the Y. M. 'C. A., 
today' in Water-town. 

(An appeal will be made for a reduc­
tion in the electric and telephone rates 
for t h e rural districts!. Decision to 
make this -request was made at a meet­
ing of the Masters and Lecturers As­
sociation of the county held a t the 
Y. M. C. A. when 25 of the 33 Grangts 
were represented. The conference will 
be under the direction of the Pomona 
tax committe, of which the member­
ship consists of Hudson C. Bull, Rut­
land; Nelson Smithr'Adams Centev; 
and Murray C. Porter, Rodman. 

The North 'Country appaw'ntlyHs-
becoming more law,.-aiidi»g; A/Jiot-
able reduction in the -number ,6f ir-
•rests made by membsia of Troop P», 
state police, during 1932 as "compared 
with 1931, is shown in Capt. C. J. 
Broadfield's annual report issued re­
cently. 

Arrests dropped from 6,647 in 1931 
to 5,257 last year. Cpnvictij-nsr obtain­
ed in 1931 -\\eie 5.S6S as compared 
with 4,400 in 1932. The reduction may 
be attributable to the depression as 
there- has been a lessening of crime 
throughout the country in the past 
year. 

Stolen property recovered totaled. 
$31,693.99, and the amoun/ of finw 
collected was $23,787.76. More than 
a 'million miles, were covered by the 
•Troop B patiols> during the year. 

Ninety different kinds of crimes., and 
misdenveanc-rs are listed in th» report, 
•ranging all the way from vagrancy to 
murder. The most common offense 
was. violaton of the motor vehicle law. 
Under that head 2,74® persons were 
arrested and 2,646 convictions, obtain­
ed. The offensj next in frequency w.»3 
disorderly conduct, with 629 arrests 
"and 575 convictions. • Petit larceny 
was listed "with 307 arrests and 236 
convictions. Conservation law viola-
•tiens totaled 203, with ISO arres t* 
Under the' head of public intoxica­
tion there were 194 arrests and 193 
convictions. One hundred and seventy-
eight persons wer-e arrested for liquor 
law violations, and only. one, convic­
tion was reported, other 177 cases 
being listed as pending. There were 
116 burglary cases with 10 convictions', 
3 discharged, and 103 still pending. 
(Arrests for third • degree assault ro­
tated 102, with 73 convictions. Drunk­
en drivers totaled 83, "with 80 convic­
tions and 3 cases pending. Fifty-two 
were arrested as tramps and all were 
convicted. Thirty-eight vagrants a l « 
•were arrested and convictsd. 

Five murders were listed, with 2 
convictions, 2 defendants dischargad 
and 1 case still pending. There were 
also 2 manslaughter cases and 3 sec­
ond degree manslaughter cases, all of 
which are still pending.

Shivering with cold, his clothes 
frozen stiff ts his body, Wilkisson .was 
suffering badly from exposure when ha 
finally set foot on land. Even then 
help did not immediately present it-
si lf for he had landed in an isolated 
section of the country. The sight of a 
hound dog hunting in the bushes gave 
him encouragement and by following 
the- animal he came to the home of 
William Eriekson, caretaker of the 
Roosevelt camp at Point AuSoche. 

There Wilkisson told his 'story and 
was given help. At present .he is re« 
cuperating from his experience at the 
horr.y of Harry Mas.--n of Point Roche."

A total of $8,904.16 has been re­
ceived at the office of County Treas­
urer Charles M. Tart from state relief 
agencies for distribution among the, 
va-i ious towns in the county) as a part ' 
of the 40 per cent refund which the ' 
s tates makes for' home relief work. 
This amount covers the relief carried 
on during the months, of July, August 
and September. 

The- home relief work in this county 
is handled through the office of Mrs. 
Nett ie M. Olmstead, commissioner of 
public welfare, and is separate from 
the work relief program which is be­
ing- canted on in 19 towns of the-
courrty. This includes the furnishing 
•of food, clothing, medical attention, 
and all other necessary assistance to 
destitute- families. 

The tcuvns of Massena and Potsdam 
will receive the largest refund, tires 
list shows Massena is due $3,856.65 
and Potsdam $1,947.72.
