E u r o p e a n s N o t L i k e l y 

t o V i s i t L h a s a T w i c e 
Extremely remote, so far as Euro-

pflrfns are concerned, is Lhasa', capital [ down to the gates 
o* Tibet. «-In the year i:KU an armed 
force (front India reached Lhasa for 
tlie ptirpose of arranging a commercial 
treaty, but up to that date only one 
European had ever stood to its streets. 

l 'et the manlier of pilgrims to Lhasa. 
Is enormous. It Is the Mecca of Lfl-
mnism, a form of Buddhism, which-
draws students and devotees from all 
parts of Slongolia, Manchuria, and 
Tibet. The streets and "hills surround-
in? the town are thick with the tents 
o£ these visitors, and un the Ling Koi-, 
the sacred' road surrounding Lhasa, 
the pilgrims move in slow procession, 
often crawling on hands and knees. 

The town stands nearly 12,000 feet 
above sea lev*!, and is hideously cold 
in winter—a horrible squalid place. 
The streets are deep in filth and haunt­
ed by hordes of hungry dogs and pigs; 
there is ho drainage to speak of, and 
the stench is unspeakable. . •

Daddy Longlegx 
The name "daddy longlegs'' refers to 

an arachnid of the order 'I'halungida. 

A 
member of this groi:p of invertebrates 
superficially r('=w.hle« the true spider, 
but has a small rounded body com-
posed of an indistinctly jointed 
ci-phalothonuf "*i<> .which the broad 
sh'irt abdomen, consisting of six seg­
ments, is joined. Most of the forms 
have very long slender logs, eight in 
number, and are popularly called 
daddy longlegs. They feed on small 
insects, tin not spin web?, and are per­
fectly harmless.
