Financial difficulties of the Thous-

Owe of the judgments was for $7,-
545.20 in faW.tof -the First National 
Exchange Bank of Clayton, and cov­
ers a $7,500 demand note with inter­
est! The note was given Jan. 4 thifl 
year and demand 'was made for its 
payment the following day, when it 
was refused. 

The other judgment,® in favor -of 
Robert D. Grant and Rdbert P. Grant, 
of Clayton, doing "business under the 
name of R. P. Grant & Son. It is in 
the amount of $2,808.33 on a note 
given Dec. 27,1&32, in the sum of $2,-
775.82, payment of which wa% refused 
when demand was- made Jan. 5 of this 
year. - \

His case was closed with no award. 

Romeo Bosse, Massena, employed by 
the Dairymen's Zjeagoe of Massena, 
iwho -was mjuredt on Dec. 25 when "he 
fell about 18 feet while working in 
the plant, was examined by Dr. Cook 
who found- that- he needed further 
treatment'for his shoulder and arm in­
jury and also ordered X-rays to be 
taken. The case was, adjourned for 
two month* for re-examination at that 
time. He was awarded lost time from 
Jan. 2 , to date a t $15.39 weekly and 
the case was continued. 

George W. Lacomb, Massena, em­
ployed by theHawea Lumber Com­
pany of Massena, waa .paid $33,33 
for lost time to Jan. 15. Examined by 
Dr. Cook he was found to have no loss 
of motion as the result of a hand in­
jury and no permanent disability *o 
the case waa closed on payments made 
without a further award.

On Highgate hill, London, there 

stood until abont thirty years ago an 
Inn, the Fox and Crown, which used 
to have a little courtyard in front of 
It. with seats where thirsty wayfarers 
could refresh themselves under the 
trees, a writer In tib* "London Times 
recalls. The courtyard is still there, 
but the site of the Inn carries a good 
modern house. . 

The inn bore the KoyaLClpher W R, 
and arms and an inscription: "This 
coat of arms is a grant from Queen 
Victoria for services rendered -her-
majesty when* in danger traveling 
down this hill (1837)." The carriage 
wheel came off and the horses got out 
of hand. The landlord of the inn 
stopped them and had .the honor of 
providing a chair .for Queen Victoria 
whl)e the repairs were being done. He 
waa asked to say what favor he 
wished for In return, and accepted an 
Offer of Tie right ito display the royal 
arms. 
, The incident was his undoing, for 

candid friends, prolific of after­
thoughts, worried him to an early 
death by their reproaches that he. 
had hot asked for some substantial 
reward, and a contemporary writer 
•ays: "Boniface died of a broken 
heart.'"—Philadelphia Public Ledger.
