Coroner L. F. Cleland of Lisbon held 

an inquest at 10 o'clock " Thursday 
morning in city -hall. A verdict of ac­
cidental death was rendered. The body 
was moved Wednesday afternoon to 
the victim's home on the Mclntyve] 
farm. 

Johnson was driving from the Mi 
Intyre farmhouse to a smaller 'housej 
farther back on the farm where he 
lived with his wife, Gladys Percry 
Joanson, former resident of Bens-
selaer P«Hs; 'his two children, Douglas, 
6, and Henry 3; and his mother, Mrs. 
Catherine D. Johnson. 

The horse was killed and the wagon 
demolished. Johnson wasJhurled to one 
side <of the track. Engineer J. A. Hall 
of Brownville and Conductor H. It, 
Shoen of Watertown, members of the 
crew ,of the train G-W 2, which was 
bound from Ogdiensburg to'Watertown 
by way of DeKalb Junction, carried 
the injured man to the Mclntyre farm-] 
house and summoned- an ambulance. 
Johnson was conscious during the trip 
to the hospital but complained of a 
pain in his side. Be bone no outward 
indication of fatal' injuries. He was 
attended1 by Dr. Grant C. Madill and 
later his condition grew worse. 

Johnson was a native of Parishville. 
H« had been cutting wood on the Mc-
Intyrt farm one month. The train 
crew, including Frank J. Murphy of 
Ogdensburg, fireman, and G, F. Mur­
ray" of Watertown, brakeman, testified 
a t to* inkiest. Conductor Shoen claim­
ed Johnson was (unable to control his 
horse and the animal proceeded onto 
the tracks. 

Johnson also is •survived by one sis­
ter, Miss Roma Johnson of New York.

'BURG HARBOR BUSINESS 

197,306,090 In Merchandise 
Through In 1932 

Passe* 

Merchandise having a total value of 
197,306,892 was imported and export­
ed through Ogdensburg Harbor during 
1932, according to the annual report 

• of harbor commerce just completed at 
customs headquarters by Aithur J. 
Glatt. 

Including ferry boats, 22,428 vessels 
arrived or left Ogdensburg during the 
period, carrying merchandise having a 
weight of 904,035 tons. » 

The passenger ferry, the report 
shows, made 8,838 round trips and 
brought into the local harbor 184,075 
passengers and 26,721 cars To Pres-
cott from Ogdensburg the ferry boats 
carried 234,461 passengers and 27,088 
automobiles. The value of incoming 
autos is estimated at slightly less than 
127,000,000 and that of outgoing cars 
at a little more than that figure. Dur­
ing the year, the passenger ferries 
brought in 334,285 pounds of freight 
and took out 766,396 pounds. 

Of goods imported by car ferry, the 
oiost important item was nearly four| 
million pounds of raw silk having a 
value of 15,085,334. Over 84 million 
pounds of jiaper valued at more than a 

'•million dollars also were imported. 
The total value of railroad ferry im­
ports was $6,850,512. 

Ejqports by car ferry included 253,-
225 tons of bituminous coal valued at 
11,182,272 and 16,969 tons of other 
coal valued at $181,122. .A total of | 
9,786 freight cars were brought across 
and 10,885 cars were ferried toFres-
fcott. ' ' 
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chaigvs before the. tupreire court of 
ilkgal fishing are ipreparing to fight 
ths charges on the grounds that the 
land surrounding the St. Regis Indian 
reservation, especially the village of 
Hogansburg, has never been lawfully 
conveyed to the state of New York 
and is the property of the Indians 
and that the officers -of the state have 
no juristic fcion. 

The Indians have employed an attor­
ney and are preparing to present their 
case to the attorney general and have 
already filed an answer with the attor­
ney .general's office in Albany.. 

The case has arisen out of the at-
rest on June 2, 1932 by two state con­
servation department game officers of 
John Chief, Joe White, (Dave Point and 
Michael Hern on charges of fishing 
below the dam in the St.' Regis river 
at Hogansburg without a. license and 
also catching certain fish out ,of sea­
son. , 

The village of Hogansburg as out­
side 'of the reservation which is three 
miles square and located about a mile 
and a half from the village of Hogans­
burg. The Indians living on the reser­
vation and fishling there are not sub­
ject to control by the state officers. 

At the time of their arrest the four 
Indians were taken to Malone and ar­
raigned before a justice of the peace 
who held them to appear before the 
supreme court and placed them in- cus­
tody of Moss Cook, one of the chiefs 
of the tribe who guaranteed their ap­
pearance any time the case, was called. 

Nothing more was heard from the 
ease until Dec. 31 when the four men 
received summons from the attornay 
general's office.- Their answer was 
filed last week. 

The outcome of this case is being j 
watched with much interest in this 
section as the Indlians claim that they 
are still owners of a considerable 
amount of land throughout this sec­
tion including land in the vicinity of. 
Ma&sena.

proached' the spot holding out his 
hockey stick for his brother to grab. 

This device failed, however, when 
the ice again gave way and Jerry was 
plunged into the water. Meanwhile 
their hockey companions heard-, the 
shouts of the two -boys and rushed :o 
the scene. Charles Keough; 16, found 
a rope and crawled out first on the ice, 
holding on to Paul Duprey, 15. Behind 
Duprey, forming a human chain, were 
Ben Cross, 14; Howard Stevens, 18; 
Bussell Hastings, 18 and Frank Hast­
ings; 20. The rope experiment had 
little effect as the would-be rescuers 
were unable to get' enough foothold 
on the ice to pull the pair ashore. 

Encouragement was shouted to the | 
two boys by their companions who in­
formed them the fire department had 
been called.

The St. 'Lawrence Farm Bureau 
News, says: 

Within a month the New York State 
Agricultural Outlook and the February 
edition of Farm Economies will be 
out and dairymen will read with in­
terest the outlook or future for dairy, 
cattle. \A year ago Dr. G. F. Warren 
in Farin,Economies wrote, "The num­
ber of dairy cows continues to increase 
but the number of yearling heifer's is 
beginning ^o decline slightly." r In an­
other paragraph he said, "Probably at 
no time in the history of the country 
has the, immediate outlook for live­
stock been les$ favorable. In addi­
tion to a collapse in commodity prices, 
livestock is oh the down hill side of 
the cattle, sheep and hog cycles. S.Ucn.j 
a coincidence of cycles rarely occurs, 
lAtpparently the only safe policy for 
any livestock farnier, who still has as 
sets, is a policy of extreme conser­
vatism for at least a year. 

A year has gone; by and daHrymen 
await the forth-conung Agricultural 
Outloote Report with\ greater interest 
and more respect f or\ the cattle ,cycle 
about which the Farm'pureau has had 
so much to say during the past year^ 
If the price of cows behaves in the 
same manner as it has during the past;| 
fifty years, the 1,100 dairymen wlw 
had *an opportunity of studying the 
cow cycle at 22 Outlook Meetings, held 
by the Farm Bureau in 1932, might 
expect that low prices for dairy cows 
will prevail for. five or six years. Tftei 
price will turn upward, reaching a 
peak in 1941 to 1943. Every datiryman 
knows that there 'was no demand for 
dairy cows in St. Lawrence County m 
1932. During the year 7,323 dairy cat­
tle were condemned in the county for 
tuberculosis. Most of these wactojs 
were found in the townships el Louis­
ville, Panlshville and Potsdam, where 
Initial testier was done. How many 
dairymen with accredited' herds felt 

the demand for cattle to replace these 
7,823 tuberculosis animals'? In 1931 
there were condemned in St. Lawrence 
3,204 cattle. During 1930 3,146 were 
taken out and in 1929 th* number re­
moved was 3,457. Had the 1929 milk 
prices prevailed in 1932, when double 
the number of cattle were condemned 
for tuberculosis, there is no doubt that 
the price would .have gone cpnsideraa-
ly over $150 psr head and a scarcity 
of cattle would be evident. 
- The conviction grows that within 
four or five years we shall-witness aa 
increasing demand for sound breeding 
cattle. The progressiva dairyman will 
begin preparations for that welcome

The entire section 
which figured in the blaze was a cha'.-

{he-fighting forces succeeded in check-, 
ing the blaze.. 
., The,,Ma2ze,w-as discove-red-ljyrpatieni'S'̂  
_tf .Ward 6, who turned in the- alarm 
-and then returned to the. buildings to. 
[assist in the removal of a few patients 
in invalid chairs. Firemen re-movcdL 
several patients, through .the smoke-
filled hallways, ex-Chief James Trem-
bley in paiticular being credited with 
carrying four on his back to siafety. 
The remaining patients, about 48 in 
number, who are hospitalized in this 
ward, were able to -walk, in safety, 
through the front. entrance of the 
building. 

Ward 7, "near which the fire broke 
out, was formerly the nurses'. home, 
and was. recently remodeled into hos­
pitalization quarters for invalided ex-* 
service men, with a capacity of nearly 
100 patients. It was unoccupied at th* 
time of the fire. Damage there was 
largely from' smoke and water. 

Several firemen were overcome by 
the dense smoke which poured through 
the- burning section. John Mackey was 
taken to the Mercy General Hospital 
with a badly sprained left ankle. Hisi 
right knee was also swollen from in­
juries received when a ladder broke, 
throwing him to the ground from a 
height of nearly 14 feet. Earl Vos* 
burs was badly shaken up in the same 
fall. 

C. W. McWilliams, superintendent
