"Cellophane", in a 
roll, some colored crepe paper, a 
*«r,flitrotiW hlu<; w i w #wiW.sbt«i 
and a yard and A ii»!f at rlbl&n for 
binding are the materials needed. 
Many color combinations can be 
made. 

: Having secured either an old or 
new wire frame, cut the paper 
slightly mora than the height' of 
the frame and as wide as two of 
the sections made by the wire. up-
Tight*. Stretch and paste it over 
two sections, pressing i t down near­
ly top and bottom. Trim off the Sur­
plus. I'.roeeed around the frame 
until it is all covered w l t h l t h e 
paper. Then stick stars, or colprful 
cut-outs of any sort, Sere an^d there 
upon the paper. 

"Cellophane" In overlapping strips 

^AK;Sm 

is used for the outer and inner 
wrapping, qfoe roji of ttu> material 
fshould he cut into inch wide strip* 
and folded; to a half inch width. 
The Btrips can: be cut the entire 
length of the roll by withdrawing 
the cardboard tube and'alittfcg the 
roll lengthwise. This long transpar­
ent, strip U. wound up, over, down 
and up again, overlapping ths 
strips half their width until the 
frame is'covjlred.. i

bottom with Wlk, velvet or. other 
attractive binding ribbon which 
m a y b e glued into place.
