Journal file. The story w'as printed' 
in connection with the death of David 
A. French of Potsdam, 25 years ago. 
Mr. French,\a lover of the light har­
ness.race, wste the owner of "Elial T,"' 
once holder of the -world's ice record 

(and one of the most famous horses in 
the history of Northern New York. 

Old timer horse-racing, enthusiasts 
of Ogdensburg and other communities 
of iNo'rthern New York can vividly re-, 
call the famous-old horse. 

The newspaper article containing 
the story about Mr. French's. death 
says in part: 

"The late- David Fi-snch whose death 
occurred recently in Florida and whes 
funeral was held in Potsdam -was a 
well known, lover of light harness 
horses. His most famous trotter was 
"Elial T " once holder of the world's 
ice l'tccrd and champion of the five 
mile dash at the great Canadian meet­
ings with the fleetest of the Domin­
ion's equines pitted against him. On. 
the turf "Elial T " was not so. much, 
but on ice, the horse was a champion." 

Mr, French who at the time of his 
d-eath had been a commercial traveler 
for ntar ly 30 years discovered "Elial 
T" in tfte™pasture of his owner, Elial 
Teal, a t Wegatchie. The stallion was 
then five years old. He was sired by 
the famous Elial G. owned by Vertoo-
lan Sheldon of Canton. Mr. French

But" when tlje race started it was 
"Elial T" all the -way. The unknown 
American bay driven by Mr." S-ears 
captured the race in 13 minutes and 26 
seconds, .with Clara K second ani 
Tho-rntonian third. The next week 
'<Elial T'; started at Ottawa the-finish 
being the same as at Montreal and the 
time 17.17 %. 

After campaigning through the 
Northern N*w_ York circuit the follow­
ing fall and lowering his record to 
2.19V>, "Elial T" went to Ottawa again 
the next year. The ice race had been 
cut down from five miles to three -miles' 
and Sidney Pointer was-the favorite to 
win. "Elial T " was entered by Paul 
Smith "who had secured control of the 
stallion'for the- winter for $200.. The 
betting was two to one on "Elial T". 
The champion proved his worth win­

An interesting feature of the new 
structure is the so-called observation 
gallery, a . secret gallery- running 
about three sides of the building. Its 
purpose is to enable postoffice inspec­
tors to make secret observation of the 
work room at all times, and the gal­
lery is so arranged- tha t even postal 
workers in the* -mids room are. under 
observation. 1 

The care taken by the government 
to provide for absolute secrecy for it? 
inspectors on,their visits i s indicated 
in the lay-out of the gallery. En­
trance to it is fitwrvthe- postal inspec­
tors ' room in the basement. Entrance 
to this is from an outside door in the 
areaway. A steel ladder leads from 
the- inspectors' room to the gallery. 
The latter is of steel about four feet 
wide and seven high. 

-Opportunity for observation is af­
forded by slits not unlike, those in a 
letter box. The whole gallery and 
access to it is so constructed' t ha t ' an 
inspector may come to the village en­
ter the office and make his observa­
tions without anyone knowing of his 
presence in town. -•

GOVERNOR PROPOSES REDUC­

Governor 'Lehman in his budget 
message to the legislature, has recom­
mended legislation to bring about a 
decrease in the number of district 
school superintendents. He has also 
recommended legislation to bring 
about further consolidation of sparsa-
ly populated school districts. 

These recammendatioiBS, gleaned 
from a detailed study of the budget 
message, aroused keen- interest among 
county and town ©fficals throughout 
tha upstate. 

Here is what Governor Lehman says 
e n ^ h e subject: ^ 

"In 'the earlier history of the state 
there was the .elective office of school 
commissioner in the various counties, 
most counties naving more than one, 
More than 20 years ago, that office 
was abolished and the office of dis­
tr ict superintendent of schools created. 
The 's ta tute is inflexibl* and specifies 
tflie number of -districts- .into which, 
each county must b* divided. 

"My*" recollection Is tha t when the 
change was- first made, district super-
"mtendents were (paid salaries of $1,200 
and allowed $300 yearly for expenses. 
From time to time their ?alari«s have 
fcwn ehangrd.

800 « e h with an expense allowance,
