on these coasts. The mission head­
quarters Is at St. Anthony, Newfound­
land, where Doctor Grenfell lives and 
where he has established an orphan­
age. His hospital steamship, the 
Strathcona n, cruises annually along 

I these coasts and he goes ashore to vis-
It his hospitals, schools, nursing, sta­
tions, orphanages, co-operative stores, 
Industrial plants, etc. 

Clarkson 'Sollege has an enrollment 
ef 368, and the Potsdam Normal, 656, 
according to reports filed with the 
State Department of Education and 
published in the current issue of the 
Bulletin of the Schools.
