The United States Weather Bureau's 
Explanation Of Unseasonable Weather 

Thomas R. Henry, writing in the 
Washington Star says: 

This unseasonable Bpring in Janu­
ary, which has continued almost un­
broken since the first of the year In 
this part of the country depends for its 
continuance; primarily upon the condi­
tions existing more than 5,000 miles 
apart, it was explained at the Weather 
bureau recently. 

First is the imeteorological condition 
in the valleyi of the Mackenzie river, 
extending from the Arctic coast east 
of the Alaska mountains and down in­
to Northern Canada east of the Rock­
ies. Second is the condition of the 
atmosphere over approximately the 
Island of Bermuda.

Bermuda high is broken up, but not 
inevitably. Actually every dajt is a 
problem by itself, so forecasts cannot 
be made with any certainty much in 
advance. There may be a strong 
Bermuda, high, promising Washington 
protection, when a cold wave gets un­
der way from the Klondyke, but there 
is no guarantee that this protective 
mechanism may not be all broken up 
four days later when the cold hits 
against the Appalachians. 

Besides, thare are two other Can­
adian observing stations .where condi­
tions have a profound indirect, ani 
sometimes a direct, effect on Washing­
ton. These are at Chesterfield Inlet 
and Churchill, on Hudson Bay. Thru 
this outlet of tlie Awtic comes the 
New England cold. If conditions are 
prclpitious, which they seldom are, the 
cold may flow down as far as Wash­
ington, or, if temperatures are low 
in the Hudson Bay region, there is a 
strong probability that the 'Arctic Bas­
in cold air is overflowing wherever it 
can find aft outlet and that the Mac­
Kenzie Basin will get its share. 

Sometimes it is believed, a cold 
pressure may ha built up in the Mac­
Kenzie Valley itself without an Arctic 
overflow, but the north polar region 
is tho; great reservoir. (Actually there 
are colder places on earth than tho 
(Ntorth Pole, where the influence of the 
ocean tends to moderate the temper­
ature. Some apota in the United Stat M 
may see lower temperatures for brief 
periods than any spot over,the Arctic 
ocean, but they don't amount to mud. 
so far as general weather.is concerned, 
except to complicate the job of the 
forecaster.
