However, it was 
handled, as you know, with no thought 
for the future, which procedure has 
been so charasteristic of the American 
people as contrasted to the conduct of 
European countries.. Those nations 
guard the future welfare of their nat­
ural resources with great "concern. We 
of Northern New York are left today 
with about one and-one-half million 
acres of non-prcdjuctive land dragging 
along as a dead weight on the tax 
rolls of the townships. '•!J<" 

"Far-sighted efforts and-' a e t i v i f e 
:are now underway to bring this econ­
omic loss to a' paying as-set though 
the start ing cf these-efforts has been 
s ad l r "de l t ^a : Reforestation of land 
promises to aid the entire state in its 
effort to gfow its required lumber and 
pulpwood for paper on this land left 
in such a hopeless condition.
