Status of Turk i sh W o m e n 

H a s Been Revolut ion ized 
Much more than was first supposed 

follows .the dropping of the. veil from 
the face of, Turkish women under the 
regime of Ghazl Mustafa ICemal, presi­
dent of the\ Republic of Turkey. 

With this\ Innovation come many 
others—women police and women 
lawyers, as wkl as women Judges. 

What a revolutionary change this 
Is becomes more striking when It is 
recalled that only ten years ago a 
Turkish woman could appear unveiled 
only before olher\ women, her father, 
and brothers. At fifteen or sixteen she 
was married by arrangement to a man 
she* had never seen. Her future was 
precarious, however,; for ber husband 
could get rid of he* at a moment'B 
notice. He had merely to say he bad 
no further need of her, and the mar­
riage was annulled. Writes the Turkey 
correspondent of the London Times: 

"As soon as the Turkish repub­
lic was firmly established, polygamy 
and the veil were abolished, and mar* 
rlase and divorce laws based on those 
of the most highly civilized countries 
were adopted. 

"Today women are admitted to the 
universities on an equal footing with 
men, and are'eligible for practically 
all the professions. They vote" at muni­
cipal elections, and it Is expected that 
the parliamentary franchise will be 
extended to them. They mingle freely 
with men In the streets, in restaurants, 
dance balls snd cinemas; many are 
employed in shops and offices."—De­
troit Free.Press. I
