The Brown and Bailey Condensed 
Milk Company paid 73 cents per hun­
dred for three- per cent milk delivered 
at its Depot street plant in this village 
'during the month of January, it was 
"announced yesterday at the company's 
offices. The Brown and Bailey con­
cern pays on three per cent butter fat 
ccntsnt instead of three and a half. 
Their rate of payment on the higher 
content rate would amount to around 
ninety-six or seven cents, it was said. 

January milk prices at the Dairy­
men's League plant in this village will 
be 93 cents, according to announce­
ment from the League's New York of­
fices yesterday. This is the net pool 
figure to be received by League mem­
bers delivered at the plant. 

The price is figured on a base ?e-; 
turn of 97 cents, net pool price, at the 
201-210 mile zone. Figures at other 
league plantjs in Northern New York 
are: Adams, f l ; Evans Mills, 96%;; 
Chaumont, 91c; Carthage, 88c; Pulas­
ki, 98%c; Gouverneur, 98c; and Mex­
ico, $1. 

The net cash price to be paid tbp 
members of the Sheffield Producers 
Cooperative Association, Ihc.,'for the 
milk delivered by them during the 
i«onth of January, 1938, i s 91 cents 
per hundred pounds fojr three per 
cent grade B milk in the SB1-210 miie 
zone with the usual freight, grade 
and butterfat differentials. This is 
the same as $1.11 per hundred pounds 
for milk sold on a 3.5 per cent but­
terfat basis Effective January 23rd 
the New York City retail price of 
Clas*. 1 milk was dropped from 11 
cents to 10 cents a quart This is a 
decrease of 47 cents a hundred 
pounds. This decrease in the retail 
jelling price of bottled milk is hav­
ing a beneficial effect on the price 
paid. Sheffield dairymen. TBve Shef­
field Farms Company shouldered the 
entire decrease themselves.
