Bawd on the premise that the of f i* 
should be located on some trunk line 
of travel in Northern New York, 
Representative Snell last week pro­
tested to the labor department the 
proposed transfer of the Montreal im­
migration station from Montreal to 
Newport, Vt, 

Snell visited the labor department to 
augment arguments he presented to 
Secretary Doak. The minority leader 
said he did not know -whether the la­
bor department actually had issued. 
the order to transfer the immigration 
office from Montreal to Newport. He 
added; that "even if the department 
has, there certainly is no reason why 
we shouldn't protest"
