But what 
we can do is interpret and expedite 

, cur present laws and procedure, that 
by example, crime will be discouraged.

' that Calvin Coolidge sets forth in the 
quotation above, we will have gone- a 
long way toward reform. 

Crimo flourishes best where it can 
most easily resist obliteration and es­
cape .punishment. The majority of 
criminals co.me from families that are 
either too .ignorant or slothful to pre­
pare the child for decent citizenship. 
Early training of children counts fov 
everything in nine cases, out of ten. 
If the child .i?< good and taught right, 
then the adult will be good.
