Dr. Smith took the boney to his i£~ 
flee h i re for further examination and 
measurements, and Tuesday night he 
announced there was no doubt they 
were of a human being. There were 
two bones from a leg and several 
small OIKS from a human skull. 

Search was made for belongings of 
t he person burned to death, such as a 
knife, watch or buttons from clothing1, York, 
•which it was thought would-survive 
the flames. No article was found.

SYRACUSE MAN GUILTY 

Sustain Manslaughter Charge 
Death Of Girl 

In 

Holbert B. Howard of Syracuse, was 
-found guilty of manslaughter last 
iwtek a t Valley Field, Quebec, after a 
trial that lasted three days. The ver­
dict was rendered by a jury after a 
half hour's deliberation. He will be 
sentenced by Justice- DeMeurw, before 
whom the case was tried. 

The charge grew out of anautomo--
bile accident on the new Erin roadi a 
short distance north of international 
boundary line on May 16 in which 
Miss Marjorie Hamilton, 18, a tele­
phone operator a t Ormstown, Quebec, 
was killed. Miss Hamilton was a 
(passenger in a light roadster operated 
by Howard. The machine was side-
swiped by a car drive by Henry IDaoust 
who lived near the scene of the acci­
dent, according to testimony a t the 
trial, and left the road, overturning m 
the ditch. Mitts Hamilton and two 
others were riding in the rumble seat. 
Her skull was fractured. 

It was brought out a t the trial that 
Dftourt .was oft th* wrong side of the 
w a d a t the time of the crash but that 
Howard was at-iving a t an excessive 
rata of speed.

Referring to tlie 117.65 miles of road 
from Reuses Point to Ogdsmsburg, the 
officials point out that it is the only 
East and West railroad in Northern 
New York, and that without it, the 
Rutland's importance would be con­
fined largely to Western Vermom;. 
Throughout most of i ts length, the 
Ogdensburg division runs as straight 
as an arrow*, following no water 
courses. There are several fills -)f 
large proportions but no steep grades. 
The rail used is heavy and the road­
bed well 'maintained. 

The importance of Ogdensburg in 
the system is clearly shown from the 
following exenpt of the report: 

The Rutland railroad is a connecting 
or bridge line between New England 
and the West that avoids congested 
gateways. The unique position of the 
Rutland in this respect does not be­
come apparent from a casual glance 
a t the map. The port of Ogdensburg 
is the key to the importance cf J 
the Rutland as a New England route 
to the West. That city has long been 
an important port of entry between the 
United States and Canada, and con­
siderable through freight has been 
trans-shipped a t this point from Grestj 
Lakes vessels to the Rutland R. R. In 
fact, the railroad' formerly operated 
eight steamships on the Great Lakes 
through a subsidiary company, which 
still owns wharves and terminal prop­
erties a t Ogdensburg and a t Chicago, 
Illinois. However, all floating equip­
ment was sold in 1915 and 1916 under 
order of the Federa IGovernment, fol­
lowing the passage of the Panama 
Canal Act, 

The future of the port of Ogdens­
burg, as it affects the Rutland rail-
load and via Rutland, the port of Bos­
ton, has been greatly {enhanced by a 
[development of the last two years, 
namely, the. deepening and enlarge­
ment of the Welland Canal to accom­
modate the largest lake vessels. This 
enables steamers of deep draft to en­
ter Lake Ontario from Lake Erie,) 
which heretofore was not possible. The 
St. Lawrence River is navigable as far' 
toward the seaboard as Ogdensburg, 

.but beyond this point are rapids and 
re [shoals which can be navigated.only by 

smaller v»«»*ls, 
The improvement was of such recent 

date that the benefits to the Rutland 

ing for payment of $2,000 to John L. 
Dunn of Waddington, in, full settle­
ment of his claim against the govern­
ment for injuries received Jan. 15, 
1930, when he was seriously injured by 
an automobile operated by Maxwell C.

Investi­
gation by John J. Livingston, Ogdens­
burg attorney for Mr. Dunn, revealed 
the fact that Northrup was unable to 
pay the damages. 

According to information furnished 
the house claims committee, the acci­
dent in which Mc Dunn was injured 
occurred about 6:30 p. m. The injured 
man was taken to Waddington where 
he was treated by Dr. Sweet, who ad­
vised that he be taken to the Hepburn 
hospital, Ogdensburg. He was con­
fined to this hospital for about two 
months and still has difficulty in walk­
ing. He iax71 years old. 

Mr. Livingston informed the-claims 
committee that the automobile being 
operated by Northrup wa.s being op­
erated "a t a very rapid rate of speed." 

After being struck Mr. Dunn was 
dragged 70 or 80 feet, the automobile 
finally landing in a ditch beside the 
road. Linden Cutter, Massena, w.io 
•was following the government ma­
chine, stopped to give assistance. 

Because i t was realized the judg­
ment against Northrup could not be 
satisfied, Mr, Livingston induced Mr. 
Snell to introduce a bill providing di­
rect payment by the government. The 
bill encountered, no opposition in the 
house.
