-—The caucus next Monday night wilr-
be confined to members of the Re­
publican party it wasi said yesterday, 
in accordance with the rules of the 
party governing the holding of village 
caucuses.

Mr. Kendall yesterday gave out 

the following statement: 
To the Citizens of Potsdam: 

Many citizens ef Potsdaim village 
irrespective of party have been urg­
ing a change in the management of 
our village affairs and I have been 
asked'to, head a'ticket. 

With practically a new Board of 
Trustees consisting of men of experi­
ence and interested as taxpayers in 
village affairs, I believe many changes 
can be made which will result in a 
lower tax rate, without impairing any 
of fht' important services rendered hy 
the several departments. 

I wish, a t this time, to inform the 
taxpayera of soma of these changes 
which the proposed Board endorses. 

First? The' Mayor and Trustees will 
serve without compensation. This will, 
result in a saving of $1,800.00 pei* 
year. 

I have served the Village of Pots­
dam as President and Trustee for 
seven years without compensation,

Members of the St. Lawrence board 
of supervisors in session last Tuesday, 
heard" «ne of., the bitterest denunciar 
tions.of a public official in many year* 
when Supervisor Andrew J. Hanmer 
of Massena attacked Sheriff Edson A.

We are the only country that has 
not met that issue up to the present 
time, and the people of the country 
as a whole, in my judgment, are be­
ginning to appreciate ' the fact tha t 
something has happened to our .home 
markets and a re calling upon Con­
gress to do something to make our 
,pre«nt protection policy effective. 

If you remember, during the debate 
last winter on the tariff, when some 
one interrogated the "gentleman from 
Illinois (Mr. Rainey) as to why he 
had not suggested legislation to reduce 
particular taiiff rates in the Hawley-
Smoot bill, Mr. Rainey replied tha t 
.they had not brought anything out 
along thin line because he knew the 
Republicans would not pass it, and the 
Democrats did not dare ipass it. He> 
said also that they did not want, under 
present conditions, to have our mar­
kets further flooded with cheaply 
made foreign goods. The Jlepublicans 
of™ the Houfe are seeking now to leg­
islate to make that statement actually 
effective.
