One side is used 
for a door. On the top of the refriger­
ator a paji of water Is placed. 

Four strips of burlap are required, 
of" sufficient length, to reaeh-i 
pan of water on top to another nan 
kept under the refrigerator. Tlielr 
strips are soaked in water and then 
placed in position. The box is locate! 

' In a position where it Is in the path of 
a breeze, and the evaporation of the 
water follo*s, the evaporating action 
serving to chill the Interior, of the box.
