Clarkson May 
Graduate Its 
Seniors Early 

Possibility that the senior class . 
of Clarkson college will be gradu­
ated several weeks earlier this 
year through the suspension of 
mid-s¥mester and Easter vacations ;, 
was seen today following a special :; 
convocation of seniors and juniors j 
Monday relative to the manner in ; 
which the engineering colleges 
could best serve the nation. > 

Dr. John A. Ross, Jr., president,, 
said that while the college has 
several different courses i t m a y . 
follow, no definite action has been 
taken pending word from the war 
department. Besides, an early grad­
uation of the senior class, i t is 
possible the college may, be run 
through the summer to allow jun­
iors and sophomores to complete; 
their education in quicker t ime. 

Clarkson has pledged full co­
operation to the federal- govern­
ment for the duration of the war . 
and has offered its entire facilities 
to aid in filling the demand for 
trained engineers and technical 
men. - ' 

Dr. Ross told the students in 
convocation that following the 
Japanese attack the Society for 
the Promotion of Engineering Edu­
cation sent a telegraphic request 
to all affiliated colleges, number­
ing 158 highly Bated institutions, 
mid asked for an expression of 
rpinion on various points. Follow­
ing receipt of answers, a commit­
tee made a thorough study and 
arrived a t the following recom­
mendations which have been sept 
to the United States Office or Edu­
cation. 

1. That the present senior class­
es of engineering colleges be grad-
tated as soon as possible. 

2. That the engineering curricula 
[should not be curtailed but during 

the war certain substitutions be 
made for non-engineering subject'., 

.'1. That summer sessions be star t­
ed to graduatu the present juniors 
in February, 1043, and the sopho­
mores in October, tllt'i, 

4. That the additional cost to the 
college not covered by tuition be 
borne by the federal government. 

5. That student loan funds be 
provided by the federal govern­
ment to assist needy students. 

S. That engineering students in 
good standing be deferred by se­
lective service hoards until they 
have completed the accelerated pro-
ciam. It was emphasized that un­
less engineering students were de­
ferred, thf objectives of the ac­
celerated program will he defeat­
ed. 

The committee estimated the 
i.lan will affect about 40 000 junior 
and sophomores and will requir-? 
S7,200,000 by engineering colleges 
for operation of the third term In 
?xcess of the tuition. Student loans 
would take about $2,1500,000 a year. 

These recommendations and oth­
ers are now being- studied and- if 
leccpted by the government, Clnrk--
;on officials will go ahead with 
'heir plans. Clarkson has about 
?50 juniors and sophomores who 
have received letters from the col-
'pge relative to enlisting in the 
laval reserve and take commis­
sions as ensigns. A group of na­
val officers will bo sent here to 
xamine applicants and \s capabl.1 

if interviewing 25 a day. Th« 
•ollege curriculum has nearly all 
'he necessary courses to fit the 
nen as naval officers with the ex­
ception of naval history and cus­
toms. Juniors and senior ROTC 
ifficers, however, are barred from 
mlistinp. 

Dr. Ross read a summary of the 
laltimore meeting, sponsored by 
National Committee on Education 
ind Defense, and the U, S. Office 
if Education, with the following 
ecommPndations: 

1. Uniformity for calendar chang­
es and credits. 
. 2. Acceleration of both high 
ichool and college courses. 

3. Only exceptionally qualified 
righ school students should be ad­
mitted A college before completion 
if their course. 

4. Shortening the college course 
to 3 years, by extending instruc­
tion in the summer, and by con­
densation of work. 

6. That a study be made by the 
National Committee on Education 
%nd Defense, and by the U. S. Of-
fico of Education Wartime Com­
mission as to the needs and bases 
if Federal financial assistance dur­
ing the emergency. Dr. Studebaker 
declared • tha t the government' 
would look favorably upon, such 
assistance, which might, run ta 
$100,000,000 or $200,000,000 yearly.
