Dr. Ira P, Baumgartner of Olafk-
•on College addressed Potsdam 
Lions Club an Monday evening last 
«pon nete concepts for-Americans-
with particular emphasis upon the 
potential power of--the Japanese 
nation. Dr, Baumgartner said: 

"Rapidly moving events of re-
aent weeks are forcing Americans 
;o new concepts of, the' world at 
large; are forcing us to rearrange 
early lessons of geography and 
nistory to coincide with the brutal 
i'acts of reality. Our ndnds may 
nave to suffer considerable wrelieh 
.ng a t times but the process "will 
,ead to an enlightened American-
-sm, more capable to meet the 
irduous tasks thrust upon it. 

"In the first place in our early 
essons in geography We thought 
jf the nation of Japan as a rathei 
juaint land of pagodas and water-
,'alls, subject to occasional eartn-
wakes and volcanic disturbances, 
it which time it was our duty to 
lend funds for their care and re-
labilitation. Obviously there is, 
something faulty with this concept 
.or it simply does not make senst 
A'hen compared with the ~ recent 

•jicture of Japan as the producei 
ft a large' battle fleet and exten­
sive air arm slashing out right ano 
eft at every nation in the China 
iea and the Pacific Ocean. Well 
nay we exelaim as did CaSsius 
.vhen, thinking of the extraordin­
ary power that Caesar had built 
jp over night, he said to Brutus, 

"Now, in.the,names of all the 
gods a i once, 

Upmrwhat meat doth this our' 
Caesar feed, 
That he is grown so grea t?" 
"It may surprise us to leam tha t 

;he population of Japan proper ac» 
-•ording to tho recent census is 72,-
J22.700; greater Japan which in­
cludes those in mandated areas and 
puppet states , attached is put a t 
J7.697.555 only slightly under one 
jundred million. 

In area the islands that compose 
Lhe_nncleu3_of the Japanese- nation 
are equal to that of states of New 
fork, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, 
and Ohio. Tokio is the capital and 
argest city. In 1932 the city ab­

sorbed 82 suburban boroughs and 
villages increasing its size to 137,-
190 acres, about the size in acres 
of the city of Chicago; but note 
.hat Chicago's population is about 
J 1/3 millions and Tokio's inv the 
iaine amount of space is 6 1/2 mil-
Jons. In population Tokio is only 
jlightly under New York City 
^hich in 1940 was about 7 1/3 mil­
lion. 

The southermost "island is sub­
tropical in climate, the northern­
most subarctic. Were the main 
oody of islands of the Japanese 
nation stretched along the Atlantic 
coast of the United States a t the 
same latitudes, Formosa would lie 
•across Cuba and Southern Florida, 
Tokio would be due east of Nor-, 
folk, the city of Hakodate due east 
of New York, Sakhalin would be 
off the shore a of Newfoundland, 
>vith the northernmost island, Para-
.nushir, off Labrador. There are 
many mountains and swift streams 
iff ording hydro-electric, power, 
many foods—wheat, barleyi >'ye, 
;ea, fruits, and fish, and the'coun­
try possesses a variety of minerals 
ncluding gold, silver, copper, lead. 

• <sinc, iron, chromite,\vhite arsenic, 
joal, sulphur, salt and petroleum. 
Jl'he resources of the archipelago 

alone do not account for this sud-
ien and phenomcntal 'strength. We 
lipst search further for a more 
complete understanding. For 00 
years Japan has been extending 
power over the lands .that lie op-
.lo^itc her on the main continent uf 
Asia. We need to get a perspective 
jf this movement which began with 
-he Sino-Japanese War of 1894. 
iiorca was c6nquered in 1910; Man-
;huria in 1931-32; the border prov-
nca_of Jehol was cut off as a buf­
fer state in 1933. From Jehol the 
Japanese crossed the Great Wali 
into the province of Chahar. The 
principal Chinese officials in Peip-
ng and Tientsin cities and Hopei 
ind Chahar provinces were remov-
jd and others subscribing to the 
jolicies of Japanese leaders were 
jet up in their places. In the last 
.wo years this conquest has gath­
ered in the great river valleys of 
fangtsc and Hwang, the center of 
China. 

What has Japan obtained in the 
.vay of resources in these steadily 
wquircd territories? .Take the 
province uf Manchukuo first.. 1 
night tell you that this is an area 
it 503,013 square miles but that 

wouldn't mean much because we 
lon't think in terms of square 
nilesj'or that it is twice the state 
jf; Texas, but few of us realize the 
rast extent of that state until we 
say that it is five times the sjzc of 
New York State. By simple arith­
metic we see that Manchukuo is 
W times the size of New , York 
State. From thin large area, Japan 
takes the youths a t the age of 19 
and attaches them to the Japanese 
army, 

The soil of Manchukuo is one of 
the richest in the world. The crop* 
are soy beans, kaoliang, millet, 
corn, w h e a m n d rice. Lumber is 
produced in quantity. The land 
poisesseg great mineral wealth, 
including iron, gold, coal, mag-
nesite and oil shnle. The Japanese 
with their jigfote methods in or­

ganisation "have gone about ex-, 
ploiting these resources and they 
have been a t it for 10 years. From 
the time of February 18, 1932, 
when the puppet state was set up 
until December 7, 1939, Japan in­
vested in Manchukuo, according ta 
figures given to the East Asia 
Economic Conference, 3,000,000,000 
yen (the yen is about one quarter 
of the American dollar). 

•Let us glance at the products of 
China proper. Cotton and wool 
are produced and cotton and wool 
•textiles important. Wheat and rice 
are raised and flour and rice mill­
ing important; there is also tan­
ning, cement and glass ..manu­
facture. China is one of the fore­
most coal countries in the world, 
with reserves estimated at 243,-
.569,000,000 tons. Other mnferals 
are iron ore, tin, antimony, Wolfy-h„ 
ram (tungsten), molybdenum, bis- j) 
muth and salt. Oil wells are work- -'*: 
id in South Manchuria and Shensi, 
fhe *>ldest iron industry . in the 
world is in Shansi. 'i'ou Uiay say 
.hat antagyiry does not n ieanJarge 
scale production. But it does mean 
»hat the two important materials 
ior steel—coal and iron ore—are 
present and under the ihrewd ov-
iaiiizing hand of the | Japanese 
quantity production \kll come. 
£ hat they "have set about this 
ousiness with speed is shown by 
che fact tha t two chartered com­
panies have been set up by Japan 
to exploit the resources of China: 
fhe North China Exploitation Com­
pany with a capital of 350,000,000 
yen and the Central China Devel-. 
jpment Company with capital of 
100,000,000 yen. j 

I t is plain that Japan [has taker, 
parts of China as she| wanted 
them; she has taken the richest 
parts first. By utilizing these she 
is now fighting a war against the 
United States and Englajn^. Hei 
lines around these new Resources 
are stabilized and the Chore of 
taking more she can well afford to 
defer until such time as the finds 
it convenient. Hence the inac­
curacy of deluding ourselves by 
saying that Japan has riot been 
able to conquer China. 

Of course, I have not been able 
to get for you specific figWs oi 
"Japan's production of this ahd that. 
I don't believe any one is in a posi­
tion to compare ton for ton our 
production and Japan's. We must 
realize that Japan has vaWt re­
sources at her disposal. [ Even 
though her production is less than 
our total, we must realize 1 that 
much of our margin will be con­
sumed in transporting our supplies 
to points where they can be riut to 
effective use. ! 

Let us consider for a. moment 
this problem of transportation in 
the, light of our movementi oi 
troops,to Europe in 1017-18. The

On the Pacific-
coast if we s t a r t a troops transport 
from, San Francisco for the Philip-
pines and it traverses. 3*,200 milk* 
It will still be only about 800 miles 
on the othex- side of Honolulu and 
will have to continue for 1500 miles 
just-to- get to Wake Island. It 
will still have 1500 miles from 
Wake to Guam to traverse, assum­
ing that we recover these islands 
and make them available for re­
fueling stations; and from Guam 
the transport will still have another 
1500 mile trip before it arrives at 
the Philippines. The total trip 
would cover almost 8,000 miles. 
We are more familiar with dis­
tances in the Atlantic. If our troop 
transport went east across tht 
Atlantic from New York, entered 
the Mediterranean, and headed for 
the Suez Canal, when it arrived at 
Port Said, Egypt, it would still onlv 
have covered three-fourths of. the 
distance from San Francisco to the 
Philippines. To" equal the distance, 
it. would have t o continue through 
the Suez Canal, on through the 
Red Sea, and to a point in the In­
dian Ocean about 400 miles short 
of Bombay, India. 

Japan's much shorter lines of 
communication are obvious from 
the fact that Shanghai is only 1338 
miles from the Philippines, and 
Formosa and Hainan, where "large 
troop concentrations and supplies 
have been stored, about half that 
distance. 

'Therefore, when a prominent 
commentator tells us that the fall 
of Hong Kong, the Philippines, and 
Singapore is inevitable because of 
ouv difficulties in transportation. 
we have some conception of tin 
reasons wiry. 

The new Americanism will have 
to face, these brutal facts with a 
new and-be t te r informed spirit. 
That we have loosely and uncritic-
ally weighed our resources agajn*!. 
those of -Japan there can be no 
denying. I t is scant comfort to 
our hard pressed American soldier 
lying in tho rocks above Lingayeti 
Gu f trying to hold a-position and 
looking up to NCO Japanese planes 
selecting bomb targets, with not an 
American plane in the sky, to re­
flect that his country has more 
radios than any other country 
more automobiles; that 60 per eejn 
of the all the metals mined on tlm 
planet are mined in the United 
States. It is a national disgrace 
that in this year of the catastrophic 
of Pearl Harbor and Manila, of our 

undermanned and underequipped 
defenses of Gnxfni, Midway and 
Wake that the new 1942 automii-
bile models have more superfluous 
metal on them than-at any time in 
the last 25 years—big hunks of 
chrome around the license plate 
where it serves no useful purpose. 

It is 'well known that in theJas i 
war we were extremely deficient 
in the arms with which to light. 
Almost no American planes found 
their way to France in time to be 
effective. There was no American 
field artillery and the French sup­
plied- us with their French 75's. But 
no one is going to come to u.' in 
the eleventh horn- this time an _ 
thrust weapons into our hands 
with which to fight. We must pro­
vide them ourselves; we must-equip 
our army ourselves. 

The morale of the -American 
soldier is good. He is saying "I'll 
fight your battles for y<m, if you 
will only give me something wi'h-
which to fight!" And we must give 
them to him. 

We must look upon our resources 
with a new intelligence. "Go to th'.' 
ant, thou sluggard; consider her 
ways anil be wise." Thus ran the 
old proverb. It can tt-ach us in 
developing the new Americanism. 
Our old habits of prodigality, 
petulant extravagance, and crimin­
al waste will have to give way to 
a finer appreciation and husband­
ing of what is ours or we lose our 
birthright. 
. But the old, sterner American 

virtues will assert themselves.' If 
prosperity has fostered the weak­
nesses in American character, ad­
versity will bring ngain„the-jdg«jr 
of American pioneer and fore­
father.
