FIRST WEEK OF NEW YEAR 

The first week or\the>first month of the new 
year has passed. It was a week of particular 
note, with important announcements 'of world 
predictions and trends for 1942. There were 
the announcements which awakened the people 
of this nation, that stringent restrictions neces-
dtatedi)y the war, will hit every household and 
family within the,next few weeks-;—preliminary 
steps having already been taker* in a sweeping 
program of rationing arid price control. The 
entire setup will probably be announced by Feb­
ruary 1. 

Rumors of a nation-wide rationing program 
similar to restrictions in vogue across the seas, 
suddenly awakened the people that war and its 
effects had reached this country as it never has 
beforetrather to th« extent that the curtailment 
ni all vital products, will be the most stringent. 
Price control and rationing bills are now under 
consideration by Congressional committees, but 
if speedy action is delayed and the emergency is 
reen,,the President-may launch a program of his 
own. 

The seriousness of the war has naturally 
claimed headline interest this first week, but 
here is it also the intention to bring out other 
items in review the opening month of the year. 
The war suddenly brought to our shores and its 
effects into our homes, easily opens channels to 
•Iwell on in conversation or writing. January, 
liowever, is likewise a month which brings many 
.•anniversaries and events during its thirty-one 
days. No less. than six famous men of -the 
United States and world history have their 
birthday anniversaries in this month. They are: 
General Ethan Allen, Jan. 10, 1737; Alexander 
Hamilton, Jan. 11, 1757; Benjamin Franklin, 
Jan. 17, 1706; General Robert E. Lee, Jan. 19, 
1807; Gsneral Stonewall Jackfon, Jan. 21,1824; 
and William McKinley, 25th president of the 
Jnited States, Jan. 2$, 1843. .' 

Michigan, Georgia, New Mexico and Con­
necticut were admitted to the Union during this 
month. Jan. 7, 1927, the first commercial radio 
telephone service was opened from'New York to 
London. On the 14th, 1784, United States and 
England signed a peace, treaty. On the 20th, 
1846, a telegraph line was. opened between 
Philadelphia and New York.—The momentous 
discovery of gold in California- took place Jan. 
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_A good knowledge of Geography is perhaps 
the greatest educational resource one can possess 
at the present time. In fact, since September 2, 
1939, when changes started taking place in 
European boundary lines to-t-he-present-day hap­
penings and changes, there has been the desire 
of thousands and thousands of well educated 
persons to kapw more about geographical loca­
tions throughout the world. History is likewise, 
an -important resource today, but this may be 
recorded as the history is made from day to day. 
The war, in which four-fifths of the nations of 
the world are now engaged, may be studied more 
easily by the aid of rnaps* and such other mater­
ial Drought out in the study of Geography. 

Now that, there is this lack of knowledge 
admitted by many, one wonders if our school 
"systems have done enough in including the 
study of Geography. Geography is the first of 
the elimentary subjects to be passed by the pupil 
and this is accomplished not later than the sev­
enth grade. Sometimes, the examination in this 
state is taken in the sixth grade. With no re­
view of the subject after that time through re­
maining elimentary grades, high school 'and; 
higher schools, is it any. wonder that a good 
majority of the people have no definite idea of 
geographical boundaries of countries now at 
war, their location in the war area, their ocean 
and other wafer boundaries, the products pro­
duced in these various countries and so "many 
other items, which would be helpful to know 
about? 

Frequently, there are inquiries today as to 
where maps may be obtained. The Government 
would make a good move to supply a world map 
on an inexpensive sheet, which could be obtain­
ed in the homes or business places. It is true, 
that a correct world map would be difficult at 
the present time, but a map before any changes 
came about would be more suitable to follow 
through the war period. The schools might also 
do well to consider courses in Geography beyond 
the elimentary "grades. The situation in the lack 
of Geography as an education resource, is best 
assurance that continuation of the study is most 
important and most practical.

We furnished war ma­
terial, food, and other supplies to the nations 
"whose defense the President deems vital to the 
defense of the. United States." With this country 
now. at war, the\ .question arises whether the 
Lend - Lease program will be continued, or 
whether all the energies of the United States will 
he bent toward improving our own fighting 
force.' . .••-•-,'. , v ' 

Since the adoption oi the Lend-Lease Act 
<m March 11, 1941, Congress has made two ap­
propriations, which total Wlmost thirteenjbillion I 
dollars; in comparison with the approximate J 
rcven billion dollars owed- the United States at 
ihe close of the First World War. It is expect­
ed all of the Lend-Leasejraoney will be used up 
in about .two months. During the first five and 

' one half months however, of the Lend-Leasc 
program, only three per cent of the six billions 
allocated are actually exported. It is explained 
that the funds, to considerable amounts, have 
heen spent mainly in gearing up the industries in 
this country to produce war materials. Thus, 
through these expenditures our entry into this 
war finds us better prepared than we would have 
hoen had we not adopted such a program. The 
Lend-Lease bpending has aided those nations 
fighting aggression stronger and by putting the 
United States well toward a partial war footing. 

The fact that we are Tn'the war does not 
mean that the Lend-Lease program is over. It 
i3 still in the formulative stage and even larger 
appropriations in the early future will probably 
assure its continuance. Even though we cannot 
produce eiroaghj war supplies for our own army 
and navy, supplies which will keep England, 
Russia and China on the battle line, will bring 
about a "quicker victory than could be achieved 
py giving our own army priority.

CANMTA-OUR NEIGHBOR 
Every Canadian has contributed $2.50 to organised 

,- relic/ during first two years of war 
•' By MARTIN L. PETRY !_ 

WITH our nation'gearing itself 
rapidly to an all-out .war effort 

more significance aiid interest can 
be placed upon similar activities 
with which Canada, our neighbor, 
bus been engaged now tor more 
than two years. Canada has gained 
ii tremendous amount of experience j j 
in prosecuting the war. and has, it 
is true, made some mistakes in her 
haste, but today ' ihe functions ef­
ficiently and forcefully and there 
is much that we can learn from 
what her people have encountered 
and endured thus far. 

Canada's problems and our prob­
lems are almost identical. This cor­
respondent recommends that we 
study some -of* the plans "and ideas 
iliiit have been put into operation. 
The Canadians are ever friendly 
mil courteous and would be ex­
tremely willing to cooperate in any 
way whatsoever to- assist us in 
some of our contemplated plans 
which they* have already tested, 
simplified and executed most ef­
fectively. To an extent this idea 
has been attempted through the 
activities ot the Joint Defense 
l!o.artl in coordinating the defensive 
measures on this continent. There 
nie, however, many other vital 
problems of mutal public interest 
that individuals, corporations and 
municipalities might benefit from a 
survey which would prove enlight­
ening and educational for our effort. 

It must.be borne in mind tha t 
Canada' is a nation of approximate­
ly 11,01)11,(180 population and any 
comparison with the United States 
should be based upon the popula­
tions of the two countries. While 
In Toronto recently this writer was 
Informed that contributions to or­
ganized relief and auxiliary funds 
during the first two years of the 
war totalled $27,000,000, represent­
ing about $2.50 for every man, wom­
an and child in the Dominion. That 
is only the amount of actual cash 
donated by Canadians and does not 
take into, consideration the "time 
nnd effort given by individual mem­
bers of the voluntary organizations. 
Americans who visited Ontario last 
year saw some of this activity but 
when they go again in 1942-they 
will find a more extensive opera­
tion in which everyone i3 involved 
in some way or another. 

In a recent review issued by the 
Royal 5ank of Canada, it was 
pointed out that the Canadian Red 
Cross was plunged Into a "mael­
strom of responsibility" Immediate­

ly upon the outbreak of the war 
and j ts . responsibilities have been 
s t e a dTl y increasing... "It has of 
course undertaken the primary 
work of Red Cross Societies tn 
time of war ;" continues the bank, 
"fully equipped military hospitals 
have been established in England, 
medical surgical and hospital sup­
plies of all kinds have been pro­
vided for the Canadian fighting 
services' and literally millions of., 
knitted comforts have been sent 
overseas. The Canadian Society has 
also been cooperating with other 
Red Cross organizations. Through 
this cooperation the generosity of _ 
the Canadian people has been di­
rected into channels of greatesj 
use. In 1910 the British Red Cross 
intimated tha t fifty ambulances 
would be. acceptable. A simple 
statement of this fact in Canadian 
newspapers brought an overwhelm­
ing response; during the year 163 
ambulances were sent to Great 
Britain, twenty-seven others were 
presented to the RCAP for use at 
Canadian training centers and, at 
the end of the year, fifty' more 
were n e a r i n g completion. The 
Canadian Red Cross is also organ­
izing Blood Donor Clinics in all the 
principal cities of the Dominion 
where dried serum is prepared- for 
use when and where it is most 
needed. 

"In addition to its work for the 
Canadian prisoners of war, the 
Canadian Red Cross Society has 
undertaken the task of preparing 
and shipping parcels of food to 
Other British prisoners. Every week 
nearly 20,000 individual parcels are. 
packed and shipped to Europe, 
10,000 as designated by. the British 
Society and the remainder on be­
half of the Australian and New 
Zealand Red Cross Societies." 
" The "Royal Bank's review adds 
that the International Red Cross at 
Geneva distributes the parcels and 
there is ample evidence provided 
that they reach theif destinations. 
In addition the Canadian Red Cross 
has supplied huge quantities of 
blankets, clothing and food for the 
British civilians, It is also empha­
sized that there are many other re­
lief organizations in Canada doing 
an excellent job, smaller groups in 
various parts of the Dominion hav­
ing undertaken the relief of civilian 
distress, shipping clothing rind com­
forts in somewhat the same way 
as the "Bundles for Britain" groups 
in the United State*.
