Reservists Are 
Called Back 

The recall of all enlisted rescrv-
J ists to active duty by Feb. 1 has 

been authorized by the war de­
partment and includes members of 
the enlisted corps, the regular army 
reserve, arid the national guard of 
the United States on inactive sta­
tus. 

The majority of the reservist.? 
affected by the recall, order ai a 
former trainees and national 
guardsmen who were recently re­
leased from active duty. 

The rate"-Of^recall of the de­
listed reservists will be determined 
by corps area commanders anl 
commanders of departments. Avar-
ability of shelter, reception center 
capacity and medical facilities wi!i 
be considered in recalling the sol­
diers. 

Deferments may be granted co 
reservists who are necessary to the 
maintenance of the national health, 
safety or interest, and to key, men 
essential ' to nationul defcnsV or 
war production as defined in se­
lective service regulations. Defer­
ment of dependency will be grant­
ed as heretofore except t ha t more 
stringent requirements will havs 
to be met. The opinion of the local 
selective service board'' may be 
sought by army authorities in de­
pendency cases. 

Reservists will bo recalled in 
grade held in the reserve and will 
first be sent to reception centes 
for army processing. Then those 
who have had a t least three months 
active federal service during the 
two-year period immediately prior 
to reporting for duty will be sent 
where practicable to their formor 
units or installations. All otheir 
will be dispatched to replacement 
training centers.
