Anyway, I_ have found, it a great 
pleasure to have a large flock of 
them as .my 'steady Hoarders 
tnmugho.ut the winter months, and 
thei-i1' arrivai-at daybreak, giving 
their lo'ud call a s they come and 
gratefully take any sort of food 
I put- out. for them. Their beauti­
ful bhie coloring against the "white­
ness oi' the frost and snow, mak­
es a lovely picture. Eight or nine 
of thesa birds cm your window 
ledge feeding istation at a time is 
something worth- watching. They 
al'e very* fond of whole corn or 
grain , .but wil.1 accept bread, suet 
or anything you are apt to offer 
them. '» 

In the summer months the Blue 
Jay is" not so much in evidence, as 
they are off. to the forests busily 
raising their one brood of the sea­
son.' Their nest is located in eoni-

liotted and blotched with brown. 
I believe it is unnecessary to 

describe the color of the Blue Jay. 
as every northerner is familiar 
with him, with his lovely blue 
crsst' and jot blad: ring around his 
ntek, his'beautiful deep blue wings 
ami tail which are barred with 
black and-white, and' t hose - j e t 
blade eyes which, have such a 
saucy way of sizinj>\y°u up. j 

-The Blue Jay can hardly be call! 
ed a song bird, as the only notes 
we are apt to hear are the sharp 
calls, which are termed by some ac 
the words, "Thief, Thief," but it 
js known that, they also have a 
very musical bell-like note' which is 
sometimes heard from a thicket in 
summer, and they are truly a 
mimic and ventriloquist. 

Another of our northern Jays is 
the Canada Jay, which is seldom 
seen even in winter except in the 
heavy forests, although a friend of 
mine who lives- on the outskirts of 
the village reports they are com­
ing to her feeding station. The 
Canada Jay is also known by tb,c 

'name of Meat Bird, or Venisor 
Bird. They are of the same size 
as the Blue Jay, 11'i inches ir 
length, but differ greatly in color­
ing, as the Canada Jay is strictly 
a gray color with a patch of blael 
on the back of the head andr-a*bii 
of black on the wing and tail 
feathers. In appearance they are 
much more quiet and reserved than 
their blue cousin, and also much 
easier to make friends with, if you 
chance to be in camp and feed 
them. A friend of mine had them 
feeding from her hand after a day 
or two of coaxing. As a song1 bird 
the Canada Jay is no more musical 
than the Blue, but has ah alto­
gether different call which is a sort 
of whistle, or "chuck", and some­
times almost a scream, but this is-f 
not heard very often, as they usu­
ally flit noiselessly around.
