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Work Rushed 
For Reopening 
Clifton Mines 

Operations at the reopened Clif­
ton Ore Mines are expected to he 
underway in*.June but actual -ship­
ment of ore from the mines may 
be delayed a month .or so. Progress 
has been reported despite delays 
and' difficulties caused by priority 
holdups in receiving' materials for 
the iron mines,s \ 

The first train shipment at the 
mines was received last week fol­
lowing completion of the 12 mile 
railroad spur from Newton Falls, 
(Juy B. Htinner, superintendent of 
the mines reports. Structural stool 
and heavy mining machinery com­
posed the shipment. 

With the. exception of some of 
the heavy machinery for the pri­
mary crushing- plant which has 
been delayed, work is on schedule 
in every other department. Hold-
up of the crushing machinery will 
delay the first shipments of high 
grade ore but it is believed that 
the sinter plant in which some of 
the principal impurities will be 
taken' from the lower grade ore j 
will be in action by June first, j 
When the sinter plant can be put 
into full operation the mines will 
be at a regular production level. 

Seven steel buildings have al­
ready been completed. These are 
the garages, railroad warehouse, 
oil storage building, and the bit 
sharpening shop." The construc-
tioii of the brick and tile admin­
istration and machine shop build­
ing is well underway . The foun­
dations; for the primary crushing 
plant are completed and have been 
begun for the secondary crushing 
plant and sinter plant.' This work 
will be speeded up considerably 
now that the railroad KJIW" has been 
completed. 

<* Until last week it was necessary 
' to truck shipments across narrow 
mountain roads from the nearest 
railroad freight depot at Oswegat-
ehie almost 18 miles. 

In addition to the work on the 
mine buildings, the work on the 
eight homes being constructed for 
staff heads at the mine at De-
Grasse village is reported to be 
nearly completed so that the fam­
ilies may move into them soon. 

Mining: work is already in prog­
ress' with six drills in operation. 
These include two six inch blast 
hole drills and four smaller port­
able drills mounted on rubber 
tired trucks. Three power shovels 
are also in action. There is a large 
three and a quarter yard shovel-
used in stripping, a smaller one and 
a half yard shovel also used in 
stripping, and—a. small three-
eighths shovel being used in the 
construction work. 

The mine officials are preparing 
to push their work along as swiftly 

• as possible despite the Adirondack 
winter and the difficulty in obtain­
ing important supplies in order to 
get the mine into action-as soon 
as possible to add to the nation's 
iron and steel supply for the war 
effort.

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Accident and 
Death Report 
For November 

Pedestrian deaths accounted for 
more than 57 per cent of the 
state's total traffic death toll dur­
ing November, an increase of 
more than 15 per cent over the 
same period of last year, Motor 
Vehicle Commissioner Carroll -R. 
Mealey announced today. 

Pedestrian deaths totalled 159 
a n d injuries numbered 2,714 
against 13S deaths and 3,258 in­
juries in the same month a 'year 
ago. 

The total num'ber of traffic 
deaths in the state increased des­
pite declines- in 'accidents and in­
juries. Fatalities numbered 278; 
injm'ies,'8,804; accidents, .6,698, 
compared with 247 deaths, 9,536 
injuries and 7,289 accidents re­
corded during November, 1940. 

Fatal open -country ' accidents 
rose from 62 to 77, an increase of 
more than 24 per cent* and fatal 
business area accidents rose from 
34 to 44, an increase of more 
than 29 per cent. 

Fatal night accidents increased 
from 172 to 186, a> gain of more 
than eight per cent, and fatal 
week-end accidents rose from 81 
to 110, an increase of more than 
35 per cent. 

Fatalities in Metropolitan .New 
York during November totalled 
97, the same number which was 
recorded in that month last year. 
Deaths in rural New Yroik in­
creased from 113 to 137, a gain 
of more than 21 per cent,, and 
deaths in urban New York in-
ci^eased fittm 37 to 44, a :gain of 
more than 18 per cent.

Retired District 
School Head 
Dies in South 
. Mrs. Elizabeth Douglass Grubb 
who retired on Aug. 1, 1931, as 
District Superintendent of Schools 
of the Sixth Supervisory District 
of St, Lawrence County, died at 
her home in Baton Rouge, L.i., 
last Thursday, Jan. 1. 

Mrs. Grubb, a daughter of Wil­
liam and Anna Brown Douglass, 
was born in the town of Norfolk 
on July 19, 1865. Her early life 
was spent on the Douglass "farm 
which is still owned by the fam­
ily. She attended the Raymond-
ville school and the State Normal 
School at Potsdam, from which 
she graduated in 1891. She later 
earned her Bachelor's degree at 
St. Lawrence university. Follow­
ing her giaduation from Normal 
School she taught for two years 
in the village schools of ' St. 
Lawrence 'county. She then ac­
cepted a position in the Indian 
schools of Oklahoma. In 1896 
she was married- to Francis II. 
Grubb of Lawton, Oklahoma. Mr. 
Giubb died in 1907 and Mrs. 
Grubb returned to her former 
home in Norfolk and taught in 
the grades of Norwood high 
school until she was elected Dis­
trict Superintendent of Schools

Laharge Case 
Lost to Bank 

On Tuesdayrir jury trial was 
iield before Justice of the Peace 
Kenneth Armstrong in the case 
of Mrs. Edna LaBarge against 
the Citizens National Bank of 
Potsdam and the jury returned 
the verdict in favor of. the bank 
of no cause for action. 

On Nov: 7, 1941, Mrs. LaBarge 
had on deposit in a savings ac­
count in t he Citizens National 
Bank the sum of $90.00. On t h a t 
date she went into the bank and 
requested t h a t a checking ac­
count be opened and signed a 
check upon her savings bank ac-* 
count in the sum of $90.00, which 
closed oiit that account. Sho 
wanted 820.00 in cash, w'nieh was 
paid to het'. A check ing^ccount , 
was then opened in her 'iirfhie for 
the balance of $70.00. According 
to ' i the testimony of William Eg-
gleston, the .bank teller, who 
handled the transaction, Mrs. La-
Barge returned to his window :i 
few minutes later and requested 
the further sum of . $20.00 and : 
Mr. Eggleston told, her tha t tho 
checking account had already 
been opened and if she wanted to 
withdraw any further amount sho 
would have to sign a check upon 
the checking account. Sht> then 
signed a check for the sum of 
$20.00 aitd was paid that amount. 
She and 'her daughter claimed 
tha t only $20.00 was paid to her 
and that she was hot given two 
withdrawals of $20.00. 

A few weeks after the t rans­
action took place, Mrs. LaBarge 
went back to the bank ami ob-
kairied her bank statement with 
her canceled" checks. Sh e then for 
he fiist. time, according to the 

evidence, claimed that her • ac­
count was $20.00 short, arid de­
manded that the bank make good 
to her that sum, which the bank 
refused to do. Shortly afterwards 
an action was brought to recover 
ihat sum upon the complaint that 
the -bank had misappropriated 
Mrs. LaBarge); money and 5«d 
"converted t h e same to i t s own 
use. 

AH of the bank's records per­
taining to the situation were, 
placed in evidenc^ including Mv. 
Eggleston's record of all the 
transactions handled by him on 
Nov. 7, which stewed tha t his. 
accounts balanced and t h e r e was 
no surplus of the alleged $20.00, 
claimed to have been converted.
