Farmers Plan 
Food Increases 
In New Year 

New York farmers are res­
ponding to - the nation's call to 
produce more .'-foodstuffs needed 
to win the war, according to 
Ralph Y. DeWolfe, chairman of 
the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture's Defense Board for New 
York ' s ta te . 

He predicted today tha t ' . the 
Empire State would in 1912 pro­
duce "Well over" the 6.3 per cent 
more eggs and five per cent more 
milk requested by the federal 
government. 

DeWolfe's prediction was based 
on returns from every agricuUur-
al~colmTjr~ in the state-wide can­
vass completed by committeemen 
of Agricultural Adjustment Ad­
ministration. More than one hun­
dred thousand farms were vi3ited 
and are included in the returns 
compiled by a special committee 
of th-a State Defense Board. 

Milk and eggs were the only 
items for which specific goals 

.were suggested in New York 
state. The returns indicate tha t 
farmers intend to. increase egg 
production 27 per cent and milk 
slightly more than nine per n > t, 
as compared with 1941. 

Many of the statements were 
made conditionally, as farmers 
said they would increase produc­
tion "if~f arm help, feed, a rd oth­
er1 materials were available and 
if the prices were adequate to 
take cai'e of the necessary costs." 

Even though some of the esti­
mates may represent enthusiastic 
willingness on the part„of farm­
ers to cooperate in the nation's 
war effort, Mr. DeWolfe said 
theie was no question about 
reaching the 1942 goals desired 
by the federal government in 
this state. 

To bring about the increases, 
on top of t'he high production in 
1941 and the growing scarcity of 
faim labor, he pointed out the 
necessity of unusually good man­
agement and planning not only 
by farmers but by others whose 
business is inter-related, such as 
farm-supply dealers, as well as 
public agencies. 

The survey also revealed a 
general expectation of more farm 
gardens in 1942, and on larger 
areas. 

The New York canvass was 
held simultaneously with those in 
other states to help determine 
how much, food American" farm-
e i s can produce during the com­
ing year for use in this country, 
for Britain, and other countries 
resisting aggression." . 

A further analysis of the re­
turns is to be made, Mr. DeWoIfg 
reported.
