Registration to 
Be Held Jan. 15 

In line with Governor Lehman s 
call for 100',',- 'registration of civ­
ilians 15 years of age and over, I 
which was embodied in his message j 
to the legislature, the Coordinator 
fur the Potsdam .Area, W. "Nye I 
Smith, has-established a headquar'-
tors ^office in the Potsdam Civic 
Center, equipped for all activities. 
The office will be temporarily Id­
eated in the supervisor's room but 
will later be transferred to the 
memorial room on the main floor. 
The Tire Rationing Board is now 
set. up in the "memorial room. 

The first s tep towards full op­
eration of Civilian Defense is to be 
complete registration. Following 
this, registrants will be classified 
and placed in various needed posts 
where they" will receive instruction. 

Residents of Norwood will "be 
legistered in tha t village, while 
those living in the towns of Mad­
rid, Parishville, Hopkinton, Colton 
and Piereefield will probably have 
a registration office in charge of 
the town supervisor in their re­
spective communities. While Han-
iiawa residents may register rii 
Pierrepont, they have the alterna­
tive of registering in Potsdam if 
they prefer.'": " ' " " " 

These are types of civilian de­
fense work to which registrants 
may be assigned: Air Raid Ward­
ens, Auxiliary Firemen, Auxiliary 
Police, Nurses Aids, Food Prepara­
tion and Serving Units, Canteen 
Units, Emergency Medical Forces, 
liescue Squads, Road Repair Unto, 
Demolition and Clearance Squads, 
Electrical Repair Units, Gas De­
contamination Squads, Alarm Sys­
tem Personnel imd Messengers, 

When registering, applicants^vill 
be asked' the following important 
questions: Present Occupation, 
Citizenship, Physical Disabilities, 
X umber of Dependents, Hours 
Available for Training Classes, 
Foreign Languages, Motor Vehicles 
Available and many other~detaiIs 
of experience. Should registrant" 
have already volunteered for De­
fense" Work such as Red Cross, it 
is not the desire of the Coordinator. 
to interfere with such activity, but 
the registration should be made'in 
order to have complete records. 

Those who have already enrolled 
during the two days that were set 
up by former Supervisor Howard 
R. Sanford, do not have to enroll 
again, because their records, are 
now on file. The enrollment of ex-
service men taken by'tht* American 
Legion early last year is also on 
Me. 

Every citiae-n of. the Potsdam, 
siren oyer ll» years is urged to reg­
ister promptly. The registration 
eli'ice will be open beginning Thurs­
day, Jan. 15th every week-day af­
ternoon from one p. m. to six 
l>. m. and each Wednesday and 
Saturday evening from seven to 
nine p. m. 

Everyone is eager and enthusias­
tic to do his or her full share in 
civilian defense work. However, 
delays are inevitable in applying 
I lie energies of citizens to this new 
work. There will inevitably be 
some time lag between registration-
and establishment' of tramina 
groups. All^registrations must be 
carefully classified and heads of 
each activity permitted to malw 
•Iheir selections of personnel. Then 
l raining classes will be organized 
•uid announced. 

If you arc already engaged in 
vital defense work to tho limit of 
your capacity, you are not. ex­
pected to apply for further work. 
This, particularly applies to farm­
ers who are engaged in the pro­
duction of food and are handicap­
ped by lack of help.,

W. J. Murphij, 
Aged 71, Dies 
Rites Monday 

William J. Murphy, 71. widely 
known automobile salesman, died 
Eriday night a t his home on the 
Morley road several miles from 
this village. He had been in .seri­
ous condition since suffering a 
heart attack six weeks ago. 

Mr. Murphy was born in Dub­
lin, Ireland on August 10, 1870, u 
son of Joseph and. Anne Murphy and 
as a young man he went to Shef­
field and London. England, to learn 
the trade of a stone cutter. When 
1!> years old, he came to Potsdam 
and began work in the Clarkson 
sandstone quarries. Buildings for 
which he had cut stone include St.

Offices for the tire rationing 
board covering six St. Lawrence 
county towns were opened Monday 
morning in the Civic Center and 
will be open daily from 10 a. m. 
to noon. For this week the office ,̂', 
hdurs are also to be maintained on ' 
Saturday morning. 

W. S. Remingtpn is chairman of 
the local board and the other of­
ficers are Edgar L. Dona and 
Robert Roberts.. The t i re inspec­
tors are Allie Richardson, Nor­
wood, and Henry J . Wake, P e n ­
dant, both of whom are experts in 
their line of service. The duty of 
the inspectors is to detemine the, 
condition of the tire and whether a 
new tire is needed or a retread will 
put it in shape again. 

The local board has the towns of 
Potsdam, Hopkinton, Parishville, 
Colton, Piereefield and Madrid un­
der its jurisdiction as well us t h i 
Hannawa Falls portion of the town 
of Pieripponl. The allotment for 
the area is eight tubes and ten 
tires for passenger curs and 3fi 
tubes and 30 tires Tor t rucks dur­
ing the month of .Tnnuary. Tho 
district had: 3,434 passenger cars 
and 608 trucks registered last year. 

There is a definite need for con­
serving rubber in the national 
emergency. Figures' reveal there 
is a cno.000 ton stock of crude rub­
ber on hand while 77fi,U00 tons was 
used in 1941. 

The regulations make it clear 
-that the purchase of liros and 
lubes will be authorized only for 
vehicles for wjiich there is pub­
lic necessity and then only after 
careful investigation of each ap­
plication. Vehicles for which tires 
may be authorized after their need 
is proven are as follows: 

Cars of physicians, surgeons, 
visiting nurses and veterinarians; 
ambulances; tire and police equip­
ment; public health vehicles, gar­
bage vehicles, mail vehicles; public, 
school and certain types of work­
ers' buses, if carrying ten or more 
persons; trucks carrying iee, fuel, 
material and equipment for con­
struction of various types, trucks 
for common carrier;-transportation 
of raw materials, manufactured 
mid semi- manufactured goods; 
farm tractors or farm implements 
other than automobiles and trucks. 

The chairmen said tha t pur­
chase certificates will not be is­
sued for vehicles which make de­
liveries of commodities for person­
al, family or household use. This 
debars milk and bakery delivery 
trucks, retail store delivery cars 
and similar vehicles. 

Members of the tire rationing 
board have been required to take 
Et federal oath of office and thus 
are agents of the federal govern­
ment. All members of the tiro 
rationing board must be members 
of the defense council. 

Persons eligible to apply for 
tires or tubes under the rationing 
program may obtain application 
forms at the rationing office. The 
applicant will then fill out tho 
form and have the tire or t ires to 
be replaced inspected by an ap­
proved tire dealer or garage. A 
report on the condition of the tire 
will then be made to the rationing 
board by the inspector-as part, of 
the application. v
