Because of the conspicuous success of fifth 
column movements in various phases of the 
present World Warj America is.acting"pfudently 
in seeking an accurate check on all enemy aliens 
within her borders or behind her lines. The 
check is extending to local communities and 
thereby results in a unit of strength in this pre­
cautionary measure. Today, is the final day in 
this village, when German and Italian aliens in 
this section may turn in cameras, firearms, am­
munition and short wave sets at the local police 
station. <_ • 

While every "enemy alien" under such legal 
classification is not an enemy of" America, there 
cannot be a complacent disregard of the pres­
ence behind the American battle lines which 
stretch to all parts of the world, of persons who 
have not embraced Ajnerican citizenship or of 
persons Who have not demonstrated complete 
loyalty to the cause. It is natural that a spy 
does not lurk behind every bush, but this coun­
try would be foolish indeed were she to ignore 
the possibility of fifth 'column activities within 
her borders. Such being the case the order for 
seizure of firearms, cameras,..etc., in "enemy 
alien" hands, is an order which should be obeyed 
promptly and universally. 

Fifth column work is little removed from 
old fashioned spy work, although-it is a tre­
mendous improvement on the older type of spy 
work, because of its demonstrated effectiveness. 
Fifth column work is slightly different in con­
cept, being in the- nature of a preparatory force 
behind an enemy's lines operating to soften up 
an enemy, and ready to cooperate1 from behind 
an enemy's lines when an attacking f oTce strikes. 
Therefore, the' nation and communities must be 
on guard against formation of fifth column 
groups, and furtherance- of fifth column activity..
