Important to File 
Income Tax Form 

Forms for filing returns of in­
come for 1941 have been sent to 
persons who filed returns last year. 
Failure to receive a form, however, 
does not relieve a taxpayer of his 
obligation to file his return and pay 
the tax on time—on or before 
March 1G if the return is made on 
the calendar-year basis, as is the 
case with most individuals. 

Forms m a y be-obtained upon re-
rfuest, written or personal, from 
the offices of collectors and from 
deputy collectors of internal rev­
enue in the larger cities and towns. 

A person should file his return 
on «Form 1040, unless his gross 
income for 1941 does not exceed 
.•P.OOO, and consists wholly of sal­
ary, wages, or other compensation 
for personal services, dividends, 
interest, rent , annuities, or roy­
alties, in which event he may 
elect to file it on Form 1040A, a 
simplified form on which the tax 
may be readily ascertained by re­
ference to a table contained in the 
form. 

The re turn must bo riled with 
1 he collector of internal revenue 
for the district in which the tax­
payer has his legal residence or 
principal place of business on or 
before midnight of March 10, 1942. 
The tax may .be paid in full at 
the time of filling the return or in 
four equal installments, due on or 
before March 16, June 15, Sep­
tember 15 and December 15. 

In making out your income tax 
return, read carefully the instruc­
tions that accompany the form. If 
you need more information, it may 
be obtained at the office of the 
collector of internal revenue, dep­
uty collector, or an internal reve­
nue agent in charge. 

Remember that single persons 
or married persons not living 
with husband or wife, who- earn as 

_nruch as $14.43 a week for the 52 
weeks of the year, and married 
persons living together who have 
aggregate earnings of as much as 
$28.85 a week for the year, are 
required to file returns.
