"AND WHEREAS, the com­
bined active, strength of the Boy 
Scouts otLAWfiJ'iea now including 
1,1500,000 boys and men together 
with the nearly ten million boys 

( and men who have been membeis 
of the Boy Scours of America 
forms a potential asset to , the

"AND WHEREAS We a re con­
fident tha t every Scout leader* 
will devote himself in full mea­
sure to such calls for service to 
hi* country a s his age, physical 
s t rength and -talents indicate. 

" B E IT RESOLVED tha t eV-
e r y member of the Boy Scouts of 
America be urged to dedicate 
himself with h igh devotion to the 
welfare of his country, realizing 
also that insofar as he keeps 
himself 'physically....strong, men­

Civilian Defense Volunteer Of­
fices, giving clearly a description 
of their relationship and leader­
ship responsibility in Scouting, 
a s a basis for decision by the 
local Defense Council, a s .to 
whether they should be asked to 
t ake on added responsibility; Civ­
il ian Defense leaders have clear­
ly indicated their desire that 
Scoutmasters, Commissioners and 
such other Scout leaders as carry 
important responsibilities be en­
couraged to continue to major in 
his service through Scouting, as 
a practical defense matter;

dozen wash' rags.-I only-have-one 
towel-and it's pretty di t ty by 
now. When you need articles of 
clothing here, you must Ret spec­
ial papers signed and counter­
signed, until they're nearly worn 
out, and then you have a hard 
time to wet them. Lots of Red 
Tape—lots of it. 

"One of the boys just made a 
one-tube Radio to listen in on 
the news with. It 's pretty funny. 
AH us Radio men and only one 
one-tube radio in the bunch. Parts 
are_aluiost impossible to get . A 
fairly goovl~mantel radio costs 
about $80.00, second 'hand, here. I 
hope Junior can send me a small 
one with the short-wave bands 
on it. 

"We don't know how the new 
war situation will affect us—but 
so fat- as we know, the position 
here won't be changed. I n other 
words, we'll be here until the 
end of the war, or three- years, 
probably. 
- "Wivai-e-on~a ten weeks course 
lier*. (which is the ejuivalent of 
two years special college radio 
course), after which we will be 
sent to tin* positions and wwk 
whicii w# signed ui) f"1' (non-
combatant, "except st'lf defense). 
So far I'm well satisfied with the 
organization as a whole. I may 
be better off here than in the 
States. I don't knowj I got a let­
ter from Junior last week and he 
said that I got a letter from the 
Almn.\co.—too bad. I t might 
have bWn a nice job. I'm writing 
to various radio companies in the 
States tb see if { can 'get a job 
as a forikrn representative- after 
the war. \ i may be able to make 
a good thin^r ouf of it. 

"Tell -Hilda I 'm very thankful 
for the diary. Now I have it 
chocked full of interesting items. 

"When I get thru here I 'm go­
ing to try • to get a post in Sou­
thern England. It 's much better 
there than the midlands where I 
am' now. I made some very nice 
friends when I was in Bourne-
month and would like to be near 
them. Also the climate is better. 
I've only got one paper from 
Potsdam so far, and that was the 
issue with ray picture in it. I 
would like to get all the news­
papers and magazines t h a t you 
can send. I intend to send a com­
plete set of Wedgewood china-
ware to you. I doubt if I can 
get more than one or two pieces 
of black wedgewood, though. I 
may get an odd plate or -jn, 
which I will send when I get 
posted. We have eight hours of 
radio classes every day and must 
study like the dickens, so don't 
have too much time to - myself. 
Although I do get an occasional 
chance now and then to .get 
around. I've found that the Scotch 
men are very nice people. There 
is a lot class distinction in this 
country. 

"The Australians are jus t like 
Americans and we get along 
swell with them. Also t h e New 
Zealanders. These last two groups 
however have a hard t ime get­
t ing along with the English sol. 
diers and jfflyers and don't like 
them too much. The English 
really appreciate the IT. S. Lease-
Lend Act. I t ' s always in the 
papers here. They have stopped 
sending C. T. C. men over ' here 
since the Jap 's inyasion, J3o jfcher;e 
are only about three hundred of 
us in England. And, of these, there 
are only about sixty to seventy 
radio men. The rest are auto 
mechanics and aircraftsmen, ma­
chinists, etc. There are quite a 
few Americans in the Canadian 
Air Force here; about ten thous­
and, I think. Mostly Air Gunners. 
They're kll swell guys. I've met 
a lot of rhem. I wonder if you've 
experienced the blackouts yet. 
They're a very important means 
of defense, but a damned nuis­
ance—and we\a re more in danger 
of getting killed walking in the 
dark than gett ing knocked off by 
a bomb or so. \ 

" I t isn't the \high explosive 
bombs that causes Wost of the 
trouble; it 's the incendiary boiubs 
(the fire bombs). Thqy s ta r t fires
