Change Feb. 3 

A public hearing will be held 
on Feb. 3 at 1:30 p. m. in the town 
offices in the Civic Center by the 
town board relative to a proposal 
to change the form of the town 
government. 

The town must adopt the budget 
system of government on Jan. 1, 
1943 and pay all officers a salary 
under the new state law. The pro­
posal is for the board to include 
three justices of the peace and two 
councilmen instead of the present 
five justices. The new law would 
require the five-justices to- receive 
a salary instead of being paid on 
a per diem basis. 

Assemblyman Allan P . Sill has, 
at the request of the board, had the 
bill drafting bureau of the state 
legislature draw up a pr int of the 
proposed form and, if approved a t 
the public hearing, the town board 
AviH-pass—a-4-esoktion asking the 
bill be introduced in both houses.

"•"Similar proposals introduced in 
the state legislature have in past 
years been vetoed by Governor 
Lehman, due to the cost in chang­
ing the status of the schools. 
During the past year the normal 
schools have had faculty and 
other changes to cut the cost. 

The regents board and tho 
state commissioner of education 
have studied the proposal «-to 
grant, degrees for t h e past four.
