Dec. 1st, 1941 

'Dear, Aunts : 
I expect you often think of us 

when you hear on the radio or see 
in the papers tha t the "Germs," as 
y{ra call them, have been paying us 
a- visit;, we have had a few this 
pas t week and expect more during 
tl)e next now tha t the moon ife get-

. tijijr to the full, but what a differ­
ence to this t ime last year when we 
wore having to stay up most of the 
night, now they are nearly always 
crfev and gone within two hour:;.

Msgr.Lace^Well 
Known Priest 
Dies'Suddenly 

Rt. Rev. Msgr. James Lacey" di­
rector of Catholic social welfare oi 
die Ogdensburg diocese, pastor oi 
M. Joseph's parish, Ogdensburg. 
ind one of the most widely known 
and beloved priests of the diocese, 
died suddenly about y p. m. Thurs 
Jay at his apartment in St. Jos­
eph's. Although he had been in fail­
ing health for over a year, his sud 
Jen'passing, fifteen minutes aftei 
.ie was stricken with a heart! at­
tack, came as a shock to his multi-
cude of friends throughout North­
ern New York. 

A native of Boston, Mass., Msgr. 
Lacey was born April 18, 1872, the 
second eldest of nine children oi 
James and Mary Jane Smee Laeey, 
natives of Ireland. He began his 
education at St. Mary's parochial 
school, Cambridge, Mass. For six 
years after, he was engaged in the 
printing business with the Collins 
r'ress in Boston. In 1891, he enter­
ed St. Laurent College, Montreal 
and received,his A. B. degree from 
that institution in 1896. In the 
same year, he; entered. St. John's 
Ecclesiastical Seminary Boston, and 
on.completion of his studies in 
philosophy and theology there, was 
ordained to the priesthood by the 
mte Bishojp Henry Gabriels, in St. 
Mary's Cathedral, March 2a, 1U02. 

Father Lacey's iirst assignment 
"wai&~cufuTe""at" S t r Mary's parish, 
Canton, under the late Very Rev. 
Dean O'Drisuoll. In September, 
1002, he was appointed assistant 
pastor to the late Rt. Rev. Msgr. 
Burns of Watertown and there he 
assisted in raising funds for the 
erection of the Holy Family 
Church in that city. In 1004, Bis­
hop Gabriels assigned him to du­
ties, a t Ogdensburg City Hospital 
and Orphanage, where ho remain­
ed until his death. The late Bishop 
Joseph H. Conroy appointed Msgr. 
Lacey superintendent of- charities 
for the diocese, of Ogdensburg- in 
1922. . 

On the occasion of his 25th an­
niversary as-head of the Ogdens­
burg orphanage, Bishop" "Conroy 
presented Father Lacey with a dis­
tinguished service medal from thev 
Holy Father and on April 18, 1931, 
Father Lacey's 59th birthday, and 
again a t the request of Bishop Con­
roy, the . la te Pope Pius XI issued 
a brief elevating Father Lacey to 
a domestic prelate, thus making 
him a member of the papal houss-
hold, with the title of Right Rev­
erend Monsignor. 

Msgr. Lacey during his many 
years of charitable work in the 
diocese gained a wide acquaintance 
with hundreds of Catholic parish­
ioners, and those of other denomi­
nations,, for many friends of non-
Catholic orders- likewise greatly-
aided Msgr. Lace-y in building up 
the City • Oiphanage, which- has 
through the years been the fine 
home for homeless children and 
aged, people. Many fine additions 
and improvements were added to 
the buildings, under the supervis­
ion of Msgr. Lacey. It is recalled 
that in 101J, Msgr. Lacey served 
for a part .of a year as pastor ol" 
St. Patrick's t-hurch at Chatcau-
gay. 

_ Msgr. Lacey is survived by one 
sister, Mrs. James Fitzgerald jf 
Belmont, Mass., and .several nieces 
and nephews. 

Funeral services largely atteud-
eHl by clergy and laymen of- par­
ishes in Northern New York, were 
held at 10:30 Salurady morning 
from Notre Dame church. Solemn 
mass of requiem was celebrated by 
Rt, Rev. Msgr.
