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TIRES MAY REST 

. The ban on the sale of automobile tires is 
creating no little stir among car owners but in 
general, its weight is still to-be felt, the ruling 
is being taken with the idea that "what has to 
bo has to be." The attitude may not last too 
long when the pinch begins to be felt. There is 
nothing anyone can do about it and people 
should face the matter with the understanding 
that issuing the stringent order is necessary. 
Our most important sources of supply of rubber 
havte~been lost to us and our reserve must b.e 
lrspt for defense purposes. 

Although substitutes already tried in this 
country have not been satisfactory, research 
will without doubt ijincover a suitable substitute 

-m-due-timer Even though it may not be as 
good, it will permit some measure of movement. 
It" is known that Germany has for years- been 
wheeling on synthetic rubber. This is a hope­
ful sign that we may be able to replace our cut 
oif supply/ 

The ban however, creates immediate hard­
ships on taxicab owners, garage owners, sales­
men, who all look to a living from the movement 
,on tires. The ban also hits the private car own­
er, who moves to a-a early checkup on the con­
dition of his tires. From now on, he will be more 
conserving and drive only when there is the 
necessity. Those, who in the past haye jumped 
into their car to drive "to a nearby store for 
something, will see the necessity of returning to 
the means of transportation of their forefathers. 
Definitely, many haye lost the art of walking, 
which is one of the. most important practices of 
e. builder to better health. 

If we determihe the necessity of resting 
our tires only when; occasion demands the use 
of the car, it may be; a good health measure for 
el members of the family. Tires resting will 
crimo the service station proprietor from the 
n:orc frequent gas tank filling for the family 
car. The ban on tires has also suddenly awaken­
ed salesmen, who provide their own cars, to 
carefully note the recording on their speedome­
ters and figure ahead! approximately how mucft 
longer they may continue their present jobs. A 
meat salesman recent|y_jreported that according 
to the number of miles he puts on his car week­
ly, he figured his tiresj would be good for about 
three months. In the meantime, he was looking 
out for a new job, which would not require the 
use of the car. This is the circumstance in which 
many salesmen and other, car users have sud­
denly found themselves. To help win the war 
however, tires may be requested to rest and even 

' to a greater extent than\ the present outlook. 

DAYLIGHT SAVING TO START FEB. 9 

th«y must change their ideas hastily. Proclaim­
ing the national need for manpower and more 
manpower, the President has callea\.for all men 
between the age's of 20 and 44 to register. It 
is not a matter of convenience, a matter of volufc 
teering, or anything other than a command that 
must be obeyed. It is a command from duly 
constituted authority, that gives our men a new 
meaning and a deeper significance. It makes 
every man within the age groups an integral 
part of his own country, which is now calling on 
him for service in its hour of need. 

Quite probably, except in a time of extreme 
national peril, the higher group of 44 to 65 will 
not be called upon to fight in the front lines, but 
they too will be required to register for such 
service as their country requires of them. In 
time, too, the younger men now below 20, also 
will be asked to register for service. 

Registration in this state for all men born 
between Feb. 17,1897 and Dec. 31, 1931, will be 
February 14,15 and 16. Registration places will 
be at draft zone headquarters or such other sub­
stations as may be designated by draft officials. 
The new age groups will be integrated with the 
existing draft process which has been in exist­
ence since the fall of 1940. Trained personnel 
schooled in the task of examlnTngthousstHds^ of 
men between 21 and 36, will handle the addition­
al age group. Additional volunteers for clerical 
work will probably be sought to aid in the 
registration task. 

A basic principle of selective service is ,to 
secure men for the land and naval forces with­
out unnecessarily disturbing vital industry and 
other agencies and facilities, which contribute 
materially to the stability of our national life. 
The nation's greatest army of millions of men 
will flood registration centers, February 15, 16 
and 17, in answer to the call.

The 
sudden fury of this thrust upon our Pacific bases 
was met by clear-thinking prepared Red Cross, 
Medical stations were instantly in action both 
in Manila and Honolulu. Blood plasma frcjm Red 
Cross volunteers was ready to save the lives of 
the injured. Moreover, trained Red Cross field 
directors were on the scene of action, taking over 
the vital responsibilities of acting as a com­
munication link with the armed forces and their 
families back home.

The President's signature of the Day­
light Savings Bill, effective Feb. 9, indicates that 
ve are near one hour advanced time in every 
corner of the nation. This will mean that all 
t ocks in railroads, post offices, homes, indus-
t.-ies and every agency in this country will be 
(.1 the same time. Uniformity of time advanced 
ns a measure of saving is now the objective in 
this country;, the .same as it has proven success-
lully in England and Canada since the war. 

Cities and rural communities alike on time 
will put an end to the confusion of trying, to fig­
ure out time differences when going from one 
place to another. Since daylight saving was first 
adopted, it has been a much debated topic, that it 
rliould fce a federal matter. Had it"6een in effect 
long ago, it would have saved large sums of mon­
ey, which have been used in conducting special 
(lections on the time issue in many centers. It 
is too bad that all jof^this money consumed in 
flection battles could not have been used for 
charitable purposes, the relief to unfortunate 
people by illness or other reasons and many 
other places where it could have' been put to 
f,ood use. Residents of little communities and 
likewise cities, shouldering additional taxes, used 
to hold elections on the mattei; of advancing -trie 
time 60 minutes for every twenty-four hours, 
when it would, benefit the country as a whole in 
£i savings program, seems now a matter neglect­
fully delayed. 

Daylight Saving time may seem a, hard­
ship to some at this time of year. If it seems 
this way, it must be remembered that it is only 
a part of the sacrifies, which must be made by 
everyone from now on throughout the war. Day­
light saving now determined by federal authori­
ties that it brings savings in various ways, 
should definitely stop the chatter by the few who 
have pounceid on it as only a localized issue in a 
community to please the golf and soft-ball fans.

Some sixty years ago when I 
was tun years old, I had tire first 
trip and glimpse of the great 
Adirondack forest, and it stood in 
Its^ virgin grandeur. My father 
who was in the jewelry business in 
Potsdam a t that -time, was an 
ardent hunter and fisherman when 
he could spare time and very much 
interested in a family who lived 
a t "The End of the Road," by the 
name of Gale at Catamount Pond. 
So one day, he said to me. we will 
s tar t tomorrow for Gale's ,(42 hard 
miles from Potsdam) if there are 
any alive today who remember the 
road from Potsdam to the foot of 
the little Bog could tell you why 1 
said hard. The worst was from 
Potsdam to Colton on the East side 
of the .Racket . River ...where in 
places the sand actually drifted like 
snow and from Colton on, especial­
ly on the Plains equally bad in 
some places. One drove most any­
where to avoid the deep sand. 

Our mode of conveyance at that 
time was a horse and a one seat­
ed buekboard, which was the only 
conveyance tha t could negotiate the 
terrible rough roads through the 
woods and rocky feather beds as 
we used to call them. 
—1 am getting- ahead of the story 
so I will go back to the begin­
ning. After reaching Colton we, 
after a while got to Sunday Rock 
near the edge of South Colton vil­
lage and we usually stopped 'at 
our KeniaLhost,. William -Lindsay's. 
Hotel as we.were sure of either a 

-trout or venison dinner most any 
time of the year. Aftor an hour's 
rest we s tar ted on again, crossed 
the Racket on an old wooden bridge 
and about the only person I can 
remember living on that side of 
the river, was a man by the name 
of Young. I think he was a lum­
ber man but at that time there, 
was not much lumbering done above 
South Colton. As I recall there 
was no one living along the road 
until nearly across the .plain when 
we reached a log house where Ben 
Abels lived and nearby another 
lived, Sol Benham. (Nearby a te 
two pine trees on the right side 
of the road, going towards Seveys. 
(You can still see the cedars 'of 
these homes). As we proceeded we 
reached the foot of the Bog. No 
one' lived on this side of the river 
(a bridge crosses the river at this 
point now) except a man named, 
Mc-Ewen, and if you Wi l t ed to see 
him you would have t * shout to gut 
him to come over with a boat. From 
the foot of the Bog you entered a 
swamp and the road was made of 
corduroy (logs) and finally a t the 
end of this you came to the foot of 
Catamount Mountain, where the 
roait left the present road, an.l 
went over the mountain keeping to 
the right of the present dii't road 
and between the now new (concrete 
road and finally coming back to t h ; 
dirt road along the river as the 
present road now runs. (Day's Ho­
tel built years after) we finally 
reached the head of the big hog 
and stopped a t the log house of a 
man named Hawes (just opposite 
the point where the Jordon River 
enters the Racket). On our way up 
to the Hawes place wo saw a 
panther erots the road not far from 
us and disappear in the woods be­
fore father could get his gun front 
under the seat he was out of 
sight. 

After leaving the Hawes home 
we proceeded, until we came to the 
home of a man named Ferry (som>. 
)f the Ferrys live there now).' We 
here struck plenty of sand and 
after a while came to a pond by 
the name of Chandler Pond and -aJ-tury 
man and family by the name of 
Rosvvell Preston lived there, pro­
ceeding along over a lot of sandy 
hills, we came to the home of Wif-
Ii»m Sevey and about one-half 
mile further we reached the hnnvi' 
of Johnston Sevey who as now, ac­
commodated travelers. Sevey's Ho­
tel. This has always been a fam­
ous hostelry (and now operated by 
Dewitt Sevuy) the dir t road has 
now joined where the present con­
crete highway, is (you could al­
ways depend on a venison or trout 
dinner*at Seveys.) . . . . . . 

There was no Childwolrl or other 
habitation between Seveys and 
Gales. Later on, a 'man from Bos­
ton- by-the-naiiM-np ^ShHdrt-cinno-hr-" 
to this section, built a saw mill ami 
a hotel. I t was called the Jae!; 
Pond House (named from a nearby 
Pond). Thus grew up Childwoid 
and now thickly settled. 

Well, we finally, after a good 
supper continued towards Gales. 
On the way there the woods were 
full of blue pigeons, handsome 
birds about the size of our tame 
pigeons. I understand that a few 
years later they disappeared and 
were never seen in that section 
again. By this time, I was com­
pletely tired out and finally when 
we drove into iMr. Gale's yard, 
I noticed four or live little children 
but when they saw that we were 
strangers they ran and hid and it 
was (plit • a while before their 
mother could find them. 

As I remember, the names of 
these children were Emory, Charles, 
Frank, Arthur and Jessie (Emory 
later on owned and operated the 
Gales Hotel). In front of Gales 
house was a beautiful pond called 

-Catamount Pond and at that time 
deer could be seen around it most 
any time of day. To fish one went 
across the Pond in a boat and car­
ried it a short distance and put 
it in Massaweepie Lake where lake 
trout were plentiful. "I have seen 
some that were caught m this lake,, 
that weighed nearly 30 pounds in_ 
those days. If one wanted to catch 
brook trout there were plenty to 
be caught near the outlet. 

We made several other trips to 
this place for a year or two. My 
father induced a lot of people from 
dilferent places to visit this sec­
tion and later on was instrumen­
tal in getting some road repairs 
made. At the time (and after.) 
Noah Gale and his family lived in 
a small.-log house and obtained 
-their living by hunting and trap-, 
ping. As Emory seemed to have a 
good business .head on his shoul • 
ders my father finally induced him 
to build a small hotel. I t prosper­
ed so well that my father loaned" 
him enough .money to build a larg­
er one and a store. By this time 
he had so much business that in 
the later summers he had to hire 
lots of help. People came from 
every direction as far away as 
Texas, Boston and New York. Em­
ory finally ran a bns from Potsdam 
to Gales to accommodate his 
guests. 

Some years later came Mr. 
Childs and then the Massaweepie 
Hotel on the lake. It was one of 
the .most famous in the Adiron-
dacks at tha t time. 

Time passes on,, The Gales Ho­
tel has been nearly all torn down 
but the hotels and other buildings 
a i Massaweepie are still there hav­
ing been kept in repair all those 
years and all of the Gale family 
has passed away except Arthur 
who sti l l ' l ives in a. cottage near 
the hotel. The present concrete 
highway to Tupper runs nearly 
over the same road,that was built 
some time after Gale built the ho­
tel except that it in one p'la?e 
run around Mash Pond near the 
river and back to concrete this 
north side of Dead Creek. 

I have been on many hunting 
and fishing trips with Frank and 
Charles Gale and twice with Noah 
Gale and at one time met an old 
hunter and trapper by the name 
of Charles Palmeter on Blue 
Mountain (Mt. Matumblia) who 
was setting traps for panther fji 
their skins. Later on came plenty 
of settlers and the old roads a n 
forgotten and a fino mail now 
links Potsdam and Tupper Lake, 
Gales was the last place you could 
go and" "The'end of road and habi­
tation.".. • • 

Charles F . Heaton, who has cun-
tributed the above interesting 
story, "The End of the Road," 
which pictured the Adirondack re­
gion to the .south some sixty ytur;-. 
ago, is a native- of Potsdam and 
was born in the old Heaton home­
stead at the corner of Hamilton 
and Water streets. At the present 
time, lie resides at Norwood. 
Thoroughly acquaintfd with the 
region which he has describe/I, Mr. 
Heaton has well reviewed ycsK-i 
years for the old timers of thi; 
famous resort region and 'pictured 
for the younger generations and 
readers, how the' Adirondack^, now 
having tine concrete.roads, appear­
ed to the traveler over a half cen-

ago. 

State Police 
Of Troop B 
Arrest 8,967 

A total of 8,ilo7 arrests was 
made by Troop B of the state 
police, covering' the counties of 
JeflVison, St. Lawrence, Lewis, 
Franklin, Clinton and .Essex and 
part of Hamilton county, during 
1941. The annual report_o£ the 
troop was made—lost week 'by 
Capt. Francis S. McGarvey, Ma-
lone. 

Car patiols of the troop cover­
ed 1,7(59,91)7 miles' during the year 
and, in addition, the s t a te police 
recorded 151 miles by trains and 
58 miles in boats. The number 
Off convictions obtained during the 
year was S,113 out of the total 
number of arrests . One hundred 
and eight prisoners were dis­
charged and a. total, of 746 cases 
are pending from last yea£i' 

The Bureau of Criminal Inves­
tigation unit of the t roops-made 
1,335 arrests in 1941 and had S45 
convictions. The B. C. I. found 
261 complaints made without 
foundation.and 229 are still pend­
ing. 

There wer e 84 homicide cases, 
exclusive, of automobile deaths, 
reported to the B.C.I, during- 1941. 
Of this number 39 cases we:e 
solved and 41 cases were un­
founded. Four homicide cases are 
pending. There were 56 eases of 
automobile homicide reported dur­
ing the year. Five of these eases 
were solved and 45 were unfound­
ed. Six cases a r e pending. 

Burglary cause the' B7C."I. the 
most work in 1941 with 440 cases 
being investigated with a result 
of 240 convictions being secured. 
Forty-five of ' the teports were 
without foundation and 145 burg­
lary cases are still pending. 

Larceny cases are second on 
the B.C.I, list with 229' cases re­
ported and 184 of them solved. 

B. C. I, officers investigated 142 
complaints of subversive activities 
solving 128 of them. Eleven re-
porls were unfounded and three 
..-ayes are pending. 

Traffic infractions were the 
chief source of activity for the 
uniformed s ta te police patrols, 
according to Capt. McGarvey's 
report. There were 3,035 tiaffic 
infractions resulting in 3,004 con­
victions. 

The troopers investigated!!:-139 
'complaints in larceny cases and 
355 pel sons were convicted as a 
result, t he re were 496 cases of 
disorderly conduct reported and 
458 convictions received. 

The troopeis dealt with 370 
cases' of public intoxication, con­
victing 3fiK person; arrested.
