One of the interesting visitors at 
your winter feeding station may 
be the little White-breasted Nut­
hatch, for he dearly loves suet, and 
who does not love to watch this 
tiny little fellow who is constantly 
on the move, and is juBt as apt to 
be running upside down as right 
side up, around the post or tree. 
I t seems to matter not to him which 
side up he is, as he constantly 
searches for food, which consists' 
chiefly (except for the suet you 
may give him) of insects and lar­
vae, and soft shelled nuts, for 
which he searches behind the barks 
of the deciduous trees. He has a 
long, pointed bill but not of suf­
ficient, strength to open haul 
shelled nuts, therefor his name is 
slightly misleading. He has also 
been called by many the Sap-
sucker, which is in ignorance, as 
he has only few of the traits of 
the trus, Sapsucker. He never 
bores holes in trees; in fact his bill 
has not the strength, nor he the 
inclination, for his food does npt in­
clude the sap of the trees. They 
are strictly a beneficial bird who 
destroy many insects, grubs and 
spiders and larvae from our trees.

In size and color they are much 
like the chickadee except that they

The nest of the Nuthatch is 
usually in a dead stump or tree, 
or sometimes in a deserted wood­
pecker's hole, a loosely construct­
ed affair of rabbits' fur, feathers, 
leaves and hair. They have from 
5 to 8 eggs, white, spotted with 
brown, with a few lavender specks. 
They breed from northern Ontario 
to the GUlf States, and are con­
sidered one of our common year 
around birds. 

The Red-breasted Nuthatch, of 
which I have been fortunate in see­
ing a few, is not common in this 
part of the country. They are 
similar to the White-breasted ex­
cept that the.breast has a reddish 
tinge, and they are slightly small­
er in build. The call note is sim­
ilar to the white-breasted, except 
that it is pitched somewhat higher. 
Also the Red-breasted seem to pre­
fer the conifers ,to the hardwood 
trees, and spend most of their time 
'in the deep forests. They are alsi 
less friendly, prdbably due to the 
fact that they see very few hu­
mans. Their lives are spent most­
