Production Credit association. 

This topic will receive major 
consideration a t the association's 
eighth annual ..meetng which is 
being held in sections th i s year, 
the first meeting at Watertown 
Feb. 2, tre second meeting at 
Canton Feb. 3, and the third 
meeting at Plattsburgh Feb . 5th. 
Notices of the meetings have been 
issued to 665 members of the as­
sociation in Lewis, Jefferson, St. 
Lawrence, Franklin, Clinton and 
Essex counties. 

Most of the increase in milk 
and eggs requested by the Fed­
eral Government can be produced 
by bet ter feeding and management 
of present dairy cows and poul­
try flocks.

The term "Use" means use on tlMf< 
public highway. 

The tax attachep on the use^ti! 
the motor vehicle and therefore! * 
is to be reckoned from the first 
of the month in which the motor 
vehicle is used to and including t h i 
30th day of June following. 

Tax for the period February 1,1; 
1942 to June 30, 1942 will be $2.09. 

Internal Revenue stamps- hav«;. 
been provided to evidence the pajMjjj 
ment of the tax and the s tamp* 
are gummed on the back so that: 
they may be affixed to the wind4. 
shield in the lower r ight hand, 
corner. Care should be taken toil 
prevent mutilation or detachment '^
