R. Arthur Carvolth, superin­
tendent of Potsdam hospital, re­
cently submitted his annual ' ic-
port to the Board of Trustees. A 
copy filed" with the hospital sec­
retary, Frank L. Cubley,' contains, 
many interesting Items, in addi­
tion, to the article appearing in 
another column of this issue, 
which will be cf special interest 
•in the people of this section. 

Quotations from Mr. Carvolth's 
report: "The aim in our hospital 
administration has been to keep 
abreast with the advancement ot 
our Medical Staff by constantly 
improving the physical plant and 
the internal management -of-^the-
hospital. These factors working 
hand in hand yield to the public 
a higher degree of service and 
satisfaction, which has been real­
ized by t'no peop'.a of our com­
munity and vicinity and has thus 
aieated over-crowded demands on 
Jur hospital." 

"A review of our daily census 
reveals that we have been oper­
ating with an average bed cap­
acity, of 104 per cent." 

• "The administrative personnel 
.lining the year has created a 
Reeling of -good will, understand-
.ng and cooperation with the So­
cial Welfare Department of our 
.state aiid county. All cases of 
any doubtful nature have been 
satisfactorily adjusted and sot-

jr our county welfare organiza­
tion in Canton."
