There is a limit i-
tion in the types of machines. Farmers who 
produce live stock, soybeans and other produc.s 
needed in our war effort, will have less trouble 
in getting new machinery than those farmers 
who grow wheat and cotton, of which we have 
large surpluses. Therefore, we may expect 
rationing programs will go forward these next 
few months' as necessary conservation meas­
ures.
