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Potsdam High 
School Notes 

Youths ivho are eligible and 
wish to enter the defense trahiinir 
classes being organized k at the 
Potsdam high school should refi--
ister at thu hi^h school office at 
once. Classes in metal working 
and auto mechanics are beine-
planned for this term. Each elas< 
will be ten weeks in length and 
meet five nights per week from 
fi:30 to 9::i0. Training will be of­
fered in- welding-, lathe operation, 
milling machine, shaper and dri'l 
press work, care and service of 
tractors and gas engines, ignition 
.systems and generator trouble. 

The new courses will probably 
s t a r t in about two weeks. I t is 
pointed out that those interested 

• should register immediately since 
it will be necessary to determine 
the number in each class before the 
course is given final approval. 

These courses are financed with 
federal defense funds and are of­
fered at no expense to students. 

(Robert Smith of Chateaugay 
high school, chairman of the meet­
ing, recently gave a resume of the 
Science Center movement which 
started back in 1828 and is now 
nationwide. Among the other 
speakers were Miss Margaret Gol-
laher of Potsdam, Ward Legg of

-Normal School, Superintendent 
Olds of Waddington, and Dr. 
Hecker of Clarkson, all of whom 
presented ideas on projects "and 
commented generally pn the Sci­
ence Center.

Miss Margaret Gollalier,- Potsdam, 
Director of N. Y. S. S. T. A., was 
formed to assist in the develop­
ment of t h e Science Center.

Now Operating 
Connecting Massena with a sig­

nal system which links the entire 
eastern section of the United States ' 
with the main intercepter base, an 
air raid warning signal board has 
been completed in the Massena po­
lice station. It will be through this 
system that alarms are flashed to 
Potsdam. 

The board in the police station 
consists of a series of four lights 
one amber, one blue, one red, and ' 
one white. Each light-is wired to I 
a warning bell. The board has a 
telephone connected directly with 
a warning center a t Syracuse. 

The system operates in "the fol­
lowing manner: When enemy 
planes are spotted approaching the 
northeastern' section of United: 
States, spotting stations immedi-' 
ately notify the J>ase,"Which in turn \ 
notifies several central "stations, the , 
one for this section being Syra­
cuse.. Syracuse then flashes the 
warning over the signal boards 
throughout this section of New 
York state. Tfliis signal is an 
amber light. 

At the flash of this light in the 
police station in Massena, the of­
ficer in charge, answering the 
.phone, gets instructions from the 
office in Syracuse. He immedi-
itery notifies the director of civil­
ian defense in Massena, the alum-
num plant, Potsdam civilian de­
fense department, and several 
smaller towns in the immediate vi­
cinity of Massena. , 

If the planes continue to ap­
proach this section, Syracuse 
flashes the blue light which in-
Jicates tha t the section has 15 
ninutes left to get the civilian de-^ 

Tense groups qrganizedfor air raid 
work. The same procedure of noti-
ication is carried out in the local 
>ffice as on the first signal. 

Following the blue light as the 
planes converge on their objective, 
"he red light flashes signaling that 
ill air raid precautions are to be 
•nforced. Local signals, air raid 

warning sirens, will be sounded 
and all members of the civilian' de­
fense groups will assume their sta­
tions and prepare to carry out 
whatever duties may have been as­
signed to them. 

These are continued until the 
board flashes the all clear signal 
which is the white light. This is 
carried to the community by the 
signal of the sirens signifying that 
all is clear. 

There are three sucli boards lo­
cated in St. Lawrence county, the 
other two being v a t Gouverneur 
and Ogdensburg. All are par t of, 
a vast net work of warning sta­
tions set up over this section for 
the protection of our civilian popu­
lation. 

Power l ine 
Work Progresses 

The United States Engineering 
Corps a t Massena announced last 
week that preliminary negotia­
tions for construction of the 
$30,000,000 transmission line to 
supply new industrial units a t 
Massena aie progressing satisfac­
torily. 

Nu orders for materials have 
actually been placed, but bidding 
has been opened for copper con­
ducts. ' The contract for this 
equipment is expected to ran 
about -fCOO.OOO, according to Col. 
A. B. Jones, St. Lawrence district 
engineer. 

The district engineering office 
has instructed, one manufacturing 
firm to start production on a 
copper conductor, despite the fact 
that bidding on the equipment 
has not yet been closed. The 
company has been assured of an 
oider for at least par t of the ma­
terial to 'be used in the construc­
tion of the power line. 

Colonel Jones said that r ights 
of entry have been obtained on 
all but a small fraction of the 
lands lying along the toute of t h e 
proposed transmission line. The 
rights of entry have been ob­
tained by the legal staff of the 
Massena office between Massena 
and Taylorville, Lewis county, a 
junction of three lines of the Ni­
agara-Hudson system.
