Poor Groans Organized -
Another important feature in

I was born on the 13th of the 
second month in 1872. My grand­
father's house at the (now) corner 
of Hamilton and Water streets in 
Potsdam, at that time Water street, 
was what you could call a hard 
boiled street. Although there were 
some good families living on it of 
course. I can't remember much 
about it tmtil five or more years 
of age. We.lived with my grand­
father who first arrived in Pots­
dam in 1805 with his wife from 
England. Potsdam at that time 
was in the woods, not even a high­
way here. 

I used to listen to my grand­
father tell about wolves, panthers, 
deer, etc., around the settlements. 
There were no dams or bridges as 
now and on either side of Fall Is­
land there were very swift rap­
ids. It was the annual custom for 
the St. Regis Indians to camp on 
Fall Island, in August and later on 
proceetTupTHe Racket to fish and 
hunt and t rap and return down riv­
er in the late fall. They also used 
to camp on the East side of the 
river at a point at the South End 
of the now Ives Park. This point 
was known by the community as 
"Squaw Point." I, never knew why. 
I often heard my grandfather tell 
of walking through the woods to' 
Norwood to see some settler who 
had built a cabin and cleared some 
land, J He said at tha t time the 
woods he passed through were in­
fested with wolves, panthers, etc,, 
although he said he never en­
countered any on his trips to what 
is now Norwood. 

A few years later there was a 
road cut through the woods to 
Canton where it connected with a 
road going to Ogdensburg and Al­
bany. 
- The most of the land around 
Potsdam a t t h a t time was owned by 
some of the Clai-ksori family I They 
had vast holdings in this section 
a t that time. 

Going back to five years of age 
in 1870, my father had just bought, 
out the interest of a jewelry busi­
ness from a man named Shaw from 
whom my father learned his trade. 
Perhaps there are some alive today 
that remember the little sandstone 
building that stood where the Peo­
ples Bank now is (comer Market 
and Raymond street) and was also 
occupied by J . L. Brown after my 
father had moved out anil estab­
lished himself in a store owned by 
my grandfather until he died Dec. 
26, 1896. My father said the store 
was where the Woolworth store is 
now, a wood frame building. The 
morning of the big fire t ha t burned 
the old Mattison Hotel and several 
other buildings around the corner 
of Market and Main street, it was 
so cold tha t night tha t the drip 
of water from the hose nozzle 
froze clear to the ground and made 
them self supporting. My father 
was stricken with a blood clot on 
the brain and died 8 a. m. Going 
back to my . grandfather when he 
came to Potsdam he built a small 
shop on Water street (about where 
Scanlon's auto repair shop now is) 
and started making barrel churns 
made of oak staves and oak hoops. 
To make these barrels absolutely 
leak proof there was inserted be­
tween each stave a cat tail leaf. 
All of these churns were hand made 
and in much demand. ( I have re­
cently seen one of these churns"). 
He made money at this business 
and finally turned over the business 
to his son, Aaron, who continued 
the business for many years. By 
this time he had become well to 
do. Bought the property on (store) 
Market street and went into the 
business of buying first mortgages 
and loaning money. c 

Up to this time I haven't told 
you much about Water street. So 
we will commence at the corner of 
Main and Market street with the 
brick building (now occupied by 
the California Fruit Market) as I 
remember this building was oc­
cupied by A. M. Hawkins who used 
i t as a grocery store on the'.ground 
floor. Over head I think the St. 
Lawrence Herald was published. 
The next place of business was the 
store of D. E. Tucker aijd next was 
a wood building (built Iby Tucker) 
for a man named George Baising-
er. Thus Potsdam's''first bakery 
(no delivery and 6c a loaf) next 
was the Heaton churn shop, and a 
large building occupied by Charles 
Bannister who ran a blacksmith 
and carriage shop. Proceeding we 
came to a small white house oc­
cupied by a family named McCul-
lough and later on by James Quig-
ley. Next a large house owned by 
a man and family by the name of 
Daniel Scanlon who also ran a 
blacksmith shop on the "opposite^ 
side of the road. I Jiave passed a 
building a large building that was 
called the gun shop. Some years 
previous they made guns there but 
a t this time the ground floor was 
occupied by a family (can't re ­
member name) and later on a 
machine shop operated by Matthew 
Hughes and son James who did a 
flourishing business on general 
work. 

Just in the rear of Scanlon's j 
shop there .lived in a little shack an j 
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old woman by the name of Nancy 
Castle. I never remember of her 
doing any thing -and guess she 
lived on^ the town as. some others 
did. Next to the Scanlon resi­
dence lived Thomas Charter who 
was the town's sole .truck man and 
village constable (and a good one). 
Across the street lived Henry 
Manford, and later on across the 
road from the Heaton House thero 
was built a tenement house and J 
u very large ice house (built by H. 
P. Manley) further on same side 
lived James Pa P*w, a harness 
maker, who had a business on Main 
street. Next to the Heaton place 
was a large vacant lot except v. 
lumber store house near the street 
and owned by—Cr E. Tappan and 
quite a. way back from the road a 
house occupied by Daniel Minne-
han who worked for Mr. Tappan. 
Between the lumber shed and Min-
nehan's house there was a stone 
walled ditch which in the spring 
overflowed the wjiole lot. I re ­
member (Peanut) John Hayes and 
I had made some rafts on this pond 
and many a bull frog met his 
Waterloo during the spring per­
iod. 

Beyond, the Minnehan house liv­
ed a family by the name. Thomas 
Riley who was a stone cutter or 
monument letterer. There were m> 
other houses at this time on this 
street except across from Riley's 
lived a family by the name of 
Hayes (Peanut). There were no 
houses (as now) up to Squaw 
Point. Later a stone house was 
built there by Jas Lemon and a 
woman named Myra Lawton lived 
on second floor«and a boat howse in 
the basement. A man named Wal-
ly Abbott built boats in there one 
winter (early). Wralley put on a 
pair of skates to t ry the ice and 
he only got about 3 rods from 
shore and was drowned. His body 
was recovered shortly after as i t 
lodged against a nearby pier. 

I have-in my previous account 
forgotten a man who ran a shoe 
shop that was located between the 
bakery and the churn shop. This 
shop was owned and operated by 
Moses, Bowman, Sr., and Moses,, 
Jr., the only shoes that were made] 
a t - tha t time were boots and high 
cut shoes. The shoes were consid­
ered classy at tha t time, thick 
soles put together by wooden pegs 
also the boots y'ou had to have 
your measure taken and if you 
were lucky you got them in two or 
three weeks'; 

I well remember tho pretty boots 
(first ones) that I got with their 
copper guards on the toe end and 
pretty piece of red leather at the 
top. I t was in the spring and lots 
of water around. Of course I had 
to initiate them to find out" if 
they Would leak water. Result was 
that I got them soaking wet but 
no one knew it till I had to have 
the hired girl pull them off my 
feet. They didn't come off too 
easily because a t tha t time we had 
to Wear woolen stockings. As it was 
after supper and the fire practical­
ly out in the kitchen stove the 
hired girl pulled them off and put 
them in the oven to dry out. ( I 
suppose she thought that was the 
proper thing to do)! However, 
when she got up in the morning 
and built a fire in the stove she 
forgot the boots were still in the 
oven and didn't discover them until 
the kitchen was full of smoke of 
burnt leather. After I got up too 
I beheld my boots burnt 
to a crisp. I don't know what was 
said about them by my father but 
I do know it was some time before 
I got another pair and when I did 
I kept shy of any water holes! 
There is still a Bowman living in 
Potsdam by the name' of Charles 
Bowman. I think he is a son of 
Moses Bowman, Jr. , married and 
family living I think on either 
Barclay or Spring street. Bowman 
must now be passed 60 years of 
age. I also have forgotten to 
mention Lewis Delisle who lived 
on the r ight hand side of the 
street, Water, and built a very 
large ice house which supplied the 
village with ice during the sum­
mer months the only one of tha t 
family now living tha t I know of, 
is a daughter who married a Miy. 
Pitt Cornell. They built a home 
near the Delisle home and lived 
there many years afterward andi 
she now lives with her son, Wnt. | 
Cornell on Hamilton street who is 
also in the ice business. In later 
years there were numerous new 
families who moved onto the street. 
As now of course the west side 
of the street has been torn down 
to make way for the present lyes 
Park and it's some improvement, 
believe me. During those days 
there were plenty of logs and 
booms on this side of the river and 
a sorting gap along the side of 
Church Island or fall island as i t 
was formerlly called. That was 
long before the present Trinity 
church was built/ I remember go­
ing to thetojJ.of the steeple on a 
scafoIding~about the time the last 
stone was laid. (I think 115 feet in 
air) and on looking down though 
it was very high up in the air. 
The public wasn't allowed to go
